The hind-quarters of meats take longer
to boil or simtuor than tho fore-quarter,
as tho meat is closor in toxture. As a
general rulo, hable, howover, to many
oxeeptions, from fifteen to twenty.fivg
minutes, and a quart of water is alloned
by cooks to the pound of fresh meate—
from tuenty-fivo to thitty-fivo minutes
and a fourth more water to salted meats.
