Among the
perils encoun-
tered by ships
sailing in the
north Atlantic
Ocean is that
of running in-
to great floating
masses of ice, called
jcehergs. In the
northern regions
where it is very coll.
great jeountains of
jce form in the win
ter season, and when
the spring draws
near and the weather
becomes warmer,
large portions  of
joe hecome loosend
from the mainland
and are ecarried
southward by
the currents
of the ocean.
Vessels in
passing, oven
as far south

of

as the line
between New
York and
England, are
in danger of
running into
them.

Our ecut
shows a vessel

't is having a
very  nparrow
escape but for
tunately  the
berg was dis-
ecovered in
time to put on
a full head of steam, and. by runmning the
