The Canadian Legislature, by a large majority,
‘have decided on Montreal as the future capital of
the United Province.

The last mail brings the intelligence that Go-
vernment have at Iength arrested the course of
repeal agitation in Ireland.  Daniel O’Connlel is
held to bail for his appearance on trial for sedi-
tion. It seems still very doubtful what may be
the issue of these commotions, and repealers and
anti-repealers are .equally sanguine as to the
fuvourable issue of the proceedings of the Go-
vernment. ’

The Russian Grand Duke Michael arrived on
g visit in London on the 2d ult.

The Welch disturbauces are not appeased.
At a session of the Privy Council on the 3d inst.
a proclamation was issued on the subject, offering
rewards for the arrest of rioters,

There have been several riots in Scotland
resulting from the recent division in the Scottish
Kirk. In one instance the Riot Act was read,
and the mob were fired upon with pistols, but no
person was killed or wounded.

‘T'he’ uncertainty respecting the last Indian
mail is at last removed, by the intelligence of the
total loss of the Oriental Steamer Memnon, just
beyond Aden. This news is brought from Alex-
andria by steamer, and no pavticulars of Indian
Tiews brought by the Memnon’s passengers have
transpired.
