The next on the list is the Taplin
colleetion, valued at $500,000, and the
third on ths list 'is Sterr Breitfuss, of
St. Petersburg, Russia. He has
dovoted 40 years to acquiring stamps,
adding patiently and faithfully to his
collection, so that now it is valued at
$300,000. Many will smile at the fo*-
tune invested in these bits of paper,
cnd probably the remark follows that
after all it is only 4 form of madpess,
but pbilatelists know different. They
all have the same instinets and ambi-
tions, and that is to have a collection
that they must be proud of, and if-it

. were possible wo would all be Von

Fervarys, Tapplins, and Breitfusss,
but when. we consider that 23 years
and 40 years in the other instance
woro spent in collecting stamps even
under ordinary conditions and circum-
stances that most every modera pbhila-
telist is master of, why cannot time
produce a like valuable collection.
Think of thoe valuo of any fair :ized
collection of today 40 years from now.
The young philatelist, as he looks at
his collection, which numbers 3000 or
moro, is often discouraged, and thinks
‘* What is tho uso of the whole thing,
anyway.'” Well, thero is a use for it.
When one has spent a year or two
within tho realm of philately he thinks
too much time bas beon wasted, and
without fruit or reward of any kind.
Soma noted writer has said that man
is just chucked full of possibilities, and
why can’t this apply equally as woll

. in the realm of philately as in aray-

thing elsuv. The man with a hobby is
blessed, has been writton timo and
again, and be that has the sticking
qualities to add day by Jay to his col-
lection, and whose interest is always
awakoned and refreshed, never lagging
and purposeless, to him all is possible
ig tho realm of Philatoly.

English are to be_ printed in green &
red respectively to conform with Postal
Union requiremeonts.

This
South African ropublic has so far been
very kind to us, the current stamp
having been in use for over 20 years.

For the 6d and 1s, 4e. each i3 easily
obtainable, the 23 6d costs 1Gc each,
53 costs 42¢ each, whilst the 10s sells
easily at 8ic each, one well known
London dealer askiog for this value
$1.56, assorting that stock of this value
is vory low indeed.
