Sixauran Discoviry.—There is nething new un-
der the sun.  The Amgrican coffin which attracted so
much attention at the Great Exbilitton of 1851, an}
wisich, by producing the vacuuus by means of the air-
pump, was thought to be an «ntirely new method of
preserving corpses from decay, lias been just proved
o0 have becnknown in the middly ages. While demo-
lishing, a shact time ago, the old chureh of the anci-
cnt Welsh College at Ilclmstedt, near Brunswick, a
coflin made of 12ad, the lid of which was of plass of
immense thickness, was found, and contained the Lody
of a young girl appareatly about twelve years of age,
which «till preserved every ap:arance of youth and
freshness, althoughi the coffin Lore the date 1461, A
private letter from a Lystander says that—*¢ The face
and figure of the child were perfect as in life, not a
single sizn of decay being visibie throuzhout the whole
person.  The check preserved is delicate rose-tint—
the forebead its snowy whiteness. The bair, which
was of a brautiful gold colour, was parted on the biow,
and fell ins long ringlets over the bosum, crispand fresh
as though the child bad lain down to sleep the tnomen,
before. Thodress of white satin ewbroidered in gold
flower, the shoes of white velvet, and the Jace apron,
all scemned bright as it newly purchased ; and more
astonishing still, the bunch of lilies held in the hand of
the corpso siilt looked as fresh and moist as though thoe
dew atill bung uponit. The workmen engaged in the
demolitibn of the building were struck with awe, and
immediately went in quest of the chicf magisirate of
the place, who soon arrived on the spet accompanied

by soveral of the inhabitants.  Unfortunately. the wor-
thy fouctionary baving recently been made the victim
of a practi=al joke in the town. and being half suspi-
cinus that the samo thing was iutended, would not be-
licve in the reality, and, scizing a spade from tbe
hand of one of the workmen who stood near, dealt a
heavy blaw upon the lid of the coffin, and smashed
onc or twn of ihe diamond-sha;.vd panes of plass of
which it was composed.  In a moment, and wlhile yet
he gazed, = thin cloud of dust or vapour, like a wreath
of smeke, ross up from the cofin and dimwed the
sight, veiting the corpse from our view. When it bad
