Y. Courter and Engnuirer, publishes a lelter an the
condition and resources of Canada; we copy the tol-
lowing ececlesiastical slatistics :—

The proportion of ¢lergymen to the whole popnlation
in upper Canuda, is as oue to 870, whereas in Lower
Canada it is only aneto 1,190. The Church of England
is rapidly lesing eround relatively. From 1842 (o
1851 it increased 73.13 per cent., while the Church
of Rume increased 114.61; the Baptists 1315 1he
Presbyterians 572.38, and the Methodists 600 per cent,
The 1eligioua statistics of Lower Canada during the
seven years, between 1844 and 1851, show a some-
what similar result. The Church of Englamd ju-
creased 4.31 per cent., while the Church of Rome
increased 30.42; the Church of Scotland~85 other
Presbyterians 565.55; Wesleyan Methodists 58—
other Methodists 8{6 per cent. The latter disparaties
are the more striking, in view ot the fact that most of
the increase ot population in Lower Canada has been
of nalive birth. The increase of born English and
Welsh, was but 5.59, of Scotch 8,81, of Americans
4.5, while the increase of Canadians of British ori-
zin was 46,6, and of Frerceh origin 27.60.

TeLEGRAPH FROM NEWFOUNDLAND 70 IRELAND,—
An official document, addressed 10 the Secretary of
the Navy by Liemt. Maury, giving the resnlts of the
deep sea soundings ellected by Lieut. Berryman from
the shores ot Newloundlami to thoese of Ireian:d, has
been published. These seem to be decisive of the
question as to the practicability of a sub-marine lele-
graph acrosg the Atlantie Qeead in that region, the
distance between the nearest poinis of the two coun-
tries beins one thoosand six hundred miles and the
bottam of the sen beinr a plateau the whole distance,
singularly adapted to the prrpose of holding a line of
maguetic telegraph wire. The depth of the plateau
is quite regular, graduaily increasing from the shores
of Newfonndland, where it is fifteen hundred fathoms,
uatil it reaches two thousand fathems when approach-
ing the other side. ' This is just suited o the purpose
the depth being such as to secure the wires against all
the perils of ice-bergs, anchors, &c., and yet nor 100
deep to be useless. Must remarkable than thisis the
fact that, upon the admirable plateau, * the waters of
the sea appear as quiet and as completely at rest as
they are a1 the bottom of 2 mill-pond ;*? that there ure
no perceptible currents and abrading agents at work
atthe botlom of the sea upon this telegraphic platenn ;»
“ consequently a telegraph wite once lodged there,
there it would remain, as completely beyond the
reach of the aceidents of drift as it would be'if buried
in air-tight cases.” Lievt. Manry snggests that a na-
lional prize be offered to the Telegraph Company
through whose telegraphic wire the first telegrapliic
wessage should be passed across the Atlantic,
