EVER FAITHFUL ERIN!

THE SOIL SANCTIFIED BY S8T. PATRICK NEVER
SURHENDERED TO SECTARIANISM,

One apostle in the person of 8t, Patriock
wasg gufficlent to convert Ireland from Dru-
idical Paganism to Christianity ; while thou-
sands of would-be apostles have striven in
vain to turn Ireland from Catholicity to
Protestantism, As a rule these latter atrove
to accomplish their ends, not by couragecue
and open preaching of what presumably they
believed to be the truth, but by insidious,
covert, and dastardly ways. However, fail-
ure complete and signal has attended all such
effrta in this conntry., Take the case of the
Ballyroan school in the Queen’s County, for
example, It's history was recently brought
out before the Educational Eundowments
Commissioners. It was founded by Alder-
man John Preaton, of Dablin, in 1686 —two
years more than two centuries ago, The
plous founder gave it by will an lacome of
about £200 a year; he did not forbid young

Protestant master. It is evident that Alder-
man JohniPreston waa about a hundered and
fifty years ahead of the late Archblehop
Whateley in deluding himeelf with the notion
that he could maka Irish Qatholics into Pro-
testants through the medium of the school.
The Ballyroan schrol, at all events, was an
unmitigated failure from the firat. It gave a
comfortable living to the fortunate Individu-
als who happened to be ita masters from time
to time ; bat as a prosclytising establishment
it was a ghastly fiasco. The present master,
in giving his evidence befors the Commis-
slcnere, stated that he had succeeded his
father, whc had been head inaet'r of the
achool for forty yeare, besides holding a rec-
torship and a curacy In two other adjolntng
parishes ; and that when he himeelf was ap-
pointed maater there was not a eingle pupil
in the school! OIf a verity it was a flourish-
ing academy., The master went on to state
that he contrived to work up the echool from
the position of having no pupi'a whatever to
the position of having twenty-seven boarders
and thirteen day pupile. This reminds one
of the story of the economical Scotchman
who complained that he had not been in ex-
pensive London more than two houra when
bavg went aixpence. Yot this master had to
admit that for the last year and s half he had
no puplls, any more than his reepected
father, who was rector and curate and schocl.
master all together, like three single gentle-
men rolled into one. The obvious reason
why the sshool fafled, in despite of the finan-
cial provisions made for it by the bounuteous
Alderman Jobn Preston, of Dablip, is that
there were not Protestants enmough in the
country to takeadvantage of the opportunities
it offered to them, and that young Catholics
would have rothing to do with a concern that
was evidently intended by the founder for
tl;"\, purpose of undermining their religious

HORSE WHISPERING.

It is commonly beliaved that there are un-
doubtedly mysterious influences by which an
immediate ascendancy 18 gainedfover the borse
indspendent of the process of teaching or
promptings of affection.
