CROCHETED ACORN,

These ' ncorns make very pretty oroa-
ments for lambrequins, ete., and may be made
of fine crocnet cotton, macrame worsted,
Ilinen thread or puree eilk, accerding to the
uze for which they are designed.

Make a chain of two stitches, .

1.t row—Mies 1 stitch, 6 double crochets
In second stitsh of obatn ; centinue working
areund unty! large enougb, lnoreasing to
make the work lie Aat ; then make three.
quertars of an Incb without increasing or
aecreasing.

Now work 1 round, decreaslng in every
third stitoh, broak off,

Work a cup or top in the same way, nutll
about ss lacge ps 8 dime ; after the Inoreas-
inge are finlshed decrease in every mecond
stttoh, to make it puff out sy the matural
agora.

" Tneso osn be stiffened with maucllage or
varnish, and eaeily shaped with the fingers.

Run a string or thread through the acorn
ard oup, with a rmall bead oun the bottom to
fasten taem together, and sew te the cord t>
by whioh they are suspended.

Natural scorns withont the caps could be
crocheted over, inoreasicg and deoraasing
when necessary to preserve the shape, which
wenld thus be very perfect.

If sunitable material is used, like macrame
or thread, the completed acorn could be stif-
fensd with shellac er varnish and gilded,

The onp orecheted as described ahould be
added ; acorns so made weuld mske pretty
ernaments for crocheted baskets.

The eper-
atlon should be repested three er foar timew
deily until thelump is diseolved and run oat,
The water ased shculd be quite warm but not
scalding hot.

CUTTING 3SEED POTATOES.

Experiments In cutting reed potatoes after
various methods have beern carried on each
seaton since the orgenization of the Ohte
Apriculiural Experiment Statles, of which s
brief summary of the concluslons arrived at
will be of general intoress, Ia 1889 the work
was oarried on upon a muach larger toale than
foremerly and with a greater pumber ef
varieties, As found by Mr., J. W, Green,
the agricu'tariit, other conditions belng t1e
same, the larger the cot'ing the greater tne
total producst—thst 1Is, the total preduct
varles in about the eame ratio as tha « za of
the cutting. The markitible product alen
Increases as the 87ze of the onttlng in incress-
ed, hut does not follow the sawe ratio as the
total prodact, the rate of galn belng less. A
orop grown from whole potatoes matures ay
an earller date than from amall cuttinge.
Small catt nga require woil that s more
bighly enoriched snd thoronghly prepsred
than large cattings and whels potatoes in
order to seoure a good stand and produce a

profitable crop. Ths queition  of
relative proft es between the w»e
of amall outtiogs and whole potatoer

depends upon the cost of zeed potatooe, the
date at which the orop Ja te be harverted
sud acli and the condltion of the soil at
platting tlme. In ordinary practice it will
ueuatly ba found that neither extrome as to
guantity of seed used will be found to be
profitable, The safest plan Is to usse large,
well matured, healthy potatees and cat to
two and three eyen.

BENEWIRG WORN-OUT 36ILS BY PLOWIXG UXN-

Worn-ont ¢oils can be remewed with ma-
nare and fertilizers, as all well know bat
when solls are partially abandoned because
of the exponse of restorlog them by pur-
chase of fertil'zera the farmer has vt his cem
mand the opportunities of gresn manures.
Fhe old system of farming was to recuperate
the soil by allowlng it to rest for a yesror
two, by net compelling it to preduce a ocrop.
This was konown as “lallowing.” Fallowing
land, however, I & practloe that has been
abandoned, the Intelligent farmer knowing
that It {s more prefitable to grow a orop and
turn it under, That fallowlng wlll ecable
the land to gecura nitrogen from the atmo-
sphere (brought down by the raint) fa known
t7 ba true, from the fact thet when the land
was permitted to “res”” for a while it waa
able t> produce a partlal crop, Butasthe
1and oan better appropriate oitrogen by tte
ald of growlng crops that are plowed under skeo
advantage {¢ in favor of the green manurial
aystom,

When growing gresn crops the ¢xpense
sbould be reduced Yo a minimam, as the loas
of the uee of the land while improving it s of
iteslf an expenss, Tae orops should be of &
kind that enta:l but a small oest for seed,
Ssme prefer to begin in the fill, after remov.
fog the regular orop frem the land, by seed-
ing down to rye, but the work msy also pro-
fivably begin In the spring, when eats may be
seeded, The acil may not ba ospsble of pro-
duolng eorn or eats, but unearly all acile oan
eupply plant foed untll caly ars lrem sus
foos %o 18 inohes high, when tho crop may be
turned under, about ten buabels of lime ap-
plied per acre snd millit or Hungarlan grass
