1. Upon a request that a person be summoned ta give
testimony, make a statement, or produce documents,
records, or articles in the Requested State, that
person may be compelled to do so in accordance
with the requirements of the la'w or the Requested
State.

2. The Requested State shall, upon request, furnish
information in advance as to the date and place of
the taking of the evidence.

3. The Requested State shall authorize the presence
or such persans as specified in'the request for
the taicing of testimony or a statement during the
execution of the request and allow such persans to
question-the person whose testimonyor statement
is sought, insofar as it would not be prohibited
by the.laws of the Requested State.

4. The persons present at the execution of a reguest
may be permitted ta make a verbatim transcript of
the proceedings. The use of technical means ta
make such a verbatim transcript may be permitted.

ARTICLE 10

Providinu Records of Goernment Officesa or Aeal.p

1. The Requested State shaîl provide copies of
publicly available records of a government office
or agency.

2. The Requested State may provide any record or
information in the possession of a government
office or agency which is not publicly available,
to the same extent and under the same conditions
as it would be available ta its own 1mw
enforcement or judîclal authorîties. The
Requested State in its discretion may deny the
request entirely or in part.
