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Questions as Orders for Returns

are furnished by the British government but
expended under the direction of the land
settlement branch of the Department of
Immigration and Colonization. Agriculturists
are assisted in finding suitable employment
on the land.

(¢) Agriculturists and houseworkers being
the classes whose immigration is much desired
are placed in employment by the department
on arrival, and should they later be out of
employment, new places are found for them.
