That Bill C-144. to provide for the management
of the water resources of Canada including research
and the planning and implementation of programs
relating to the conservation, development and utili-
zation of water resources be amended by number-
ing clause 18 to read 18(a) and by adding the fol-
lowfig subclauses:

..<hb After January 1, 1971, no person chall manu-
facture for use or sale in Canada any cleaning
agent or water conditioner that contains any phos-
phates or other prescribed nutrients.

(c) Af ter January 1, 1972, no person shahl seil in
Canada any cleaning agent or water conditioner that
contains any phosphates or other prescribed nutri-
ents."
