In forestry and logging there are
94 per cent men and 6 per cent women. Tbere again we sc a
tremendous discrepancy which we must correct.

Mr. Inn Deuns (Hamilton Mountain): Mr. Speaker, later
today 1 wiil table a petitian on behaif of a number of petition-
ers, including McMaster University President Alvin Lee, and
over 600 ather professors, graduate students, and support staff
of that university. The petition strongly opposes Canadian
participation in research and development for the United
States Strategic Defence Initiative, known as star wars.

Tbey cite in the petition the destabilizing and escalating
nature of the star wars scenaria, and tbe fact that it would
violate the 1972 Anti-Ballistic Missile treaty between the
superpowers. McMaster University members have called upon
the Prime Minister (Mr. Mulroney) ta refuse the President's
invitation ta become invoived.

Members of the McMaster community may be asked to help
researcb and deveiop the contraversial space weapons plan.
Science and engineering professors at the university were the
first ta sign the petition rejecting Canadian involvement,
despite the fact that they themselves would bc among the first
ta benefit. They bave suggested that even if tbe Government
should choase ta ignare calîs ta dissaciate itself fram the star
wars pragramn, the 650 McMaster faculty members and
students wha signed the petitian wili refuse ta ca-operate in
any research or develapment the Government might request.
That is putting yaur maney where your mouth is.
