WASHINGTON, ~ Jan. ~ 20.—(Can;
Press.)—President Wilson ' pérsonally
laid before a joint session of congress
today ' the fundamental principles of
the Demeocratic administration’s pro-
gram for dealing with trusts and “big
business.” ‘I'he president presented
the case, he said, “as it lies in 'the
thought of the country,” reiterating
“that private monopoly is indefensible
and intolerable” and declaring that
conscientious business men thruout
the nation would hot bé satisfied un-
til practices now deprecated by pub-
lic opinion as restraints of trade and
commerce were corrected.

Besides suggesting the escope. of

‘legislaition, the president made -a per-

sonal appeal for :an atmosphere of
friendliness and co-operation in con-
gress while handling the problem.

“  Judgment of the Nation,

“The antagonism,” he. said, “be-
tween bueiness and government is
over. We are now about to give ex-
pression to the best judgment of
America to what we know to be the
business consclence and homor of the
land. The government and  business
men are ready to meet each other
half way in.a common effort to square
bpsiness: methods with both public
opinion and the law.”
