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THE HOUSE OF COMMONS OF CANADA.

BILL 47.

An Act to amend the Criminal Code.

HIS Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of 
the Senate and House of Commons of Canada, enacts 

as follows:—-

1. The Criminal Code, chapter one hundred and forty-six 
of the Revised Statutes, 1906, is amended by adding 5 
immediately after section three hundred and twenty-nine 
thereof, the following section:—

“329A. Every proprietor of any newspaper who fails 
to register in the office of the Secretary of State for Canada 
a declaration as to the ownership of such newspaper, is 10 
guilty of an indictable offence and liable to two years’ 
imprisonment or to a fine of one thousand dollars, or to 
both”.
