It sh from a manufactur-
er's point of view, that Toronto Is really
asleep as regards her t advantages In
the Mattawa and Nipissing districts. 1¢
is quite true Montreal and Ottawa have
the whole trade, In almost every articly,
in these two districts, but that 1s only
a small %art of what Toronto Is losing In
this north country. It is strange that the
xm;rlnd growing trade of the Klrpewa
and_Temiscamingue districts north of Mat-
tawn seewms to be entirely lost sight of by
Toronto. These two districts are the best
fleld for agricultural Immigrants in' On-
tario to-day. Last summer I visited fhe
eastern part of these districts amd saw st
once, on adjoining farms, as Jovel as the
prairies, three f-binding harvesters at
work harvesting onts, whicn were sold to
the lumbering establishments at from Lo0e
to 60c¢ a bushel, I never saw a finer farm-
ing district.
