Trades and Labor Congress Resolves
That Union Men Should Ab-
stain From Enlisting.

UNLESS FOR ACTIVE SERVICE

Gon_rgmelt Ownership Endorsed—
Immigration Policy of the Gov-
ernment Strongly Attacked.

Brantford, Sept. 18,—At this morning’s
Session of the Trades and Labor Congress
several important resolutions were dealt
with, The Congress expressed Itself 'n
favor of government ownership, and pass-
ed a resolution, urging the government in
its different departments to facilitate the
work of the Printing Bureau, the delays
at the Bureau giving critics a chance to

argue that government ownership is not a
success. The Congress belleved that the
delays were Invariably attributed to the
:?::L who prepare copy and not to the Bu-
Another resolution was passed instruct-
ing the Executive to wait on the govern-
ment and petition them to establish &
Printing Bureau for printing school books,
sporfs and other necessary work for the
uexeral provinces.

Amenq the Health Act so as to compel
munlclp:ﬁtle. where waterworks and sew-
age systems exist to appoint a
plumbing inspector.

A memorial was presented attacking thas
government’s immigration policy. It point-
ed out that the money spent falls chiefly
on the industrial classes, flooding the mar-
ket with the cheapest labor and subject-
ing the labor classes to Intensified compe-
titlon and reduced wages. It was also
pointed out that the tariff policy ralses
the price of goods, so that the imumigra-
tion polley and tariff discriminate in favor
of the employer in assisting him to crush
his employes. The lal reec d
ed that grants for immigration be abolish-
ed, that the tariff be reduced 10 per cent.
yearly until the whole is abolished and a
tax on land value substituted.”
The document was laid on the table.
The Congress carried a resolution by 37
to 27 that all union men abstain from join-
ing any military organization except In
case of the country belng invaded, owing
{o the militia having been called out to
ald the monopolist agalnst the labor class-
es at Vancouver, London and Valleyileid.
The resolution was warmly debated.
Some of the delegates thought the passing
of it wonld impress the public that trade
union organizations were disloyal. An
amendment was introduced, providing that
the question be referred to the Trades and
Labor Councils for discussion.
Resolutions were adopted expressing sym-
pathy with King Edward owing to Queen
Victorla's death and deploring the assas-
sipation of President McKinley. ;
Another resolution declared for compul-
sory arbitration.
