Mr. Overstrom states that this mill,
which is virtually completed, and which
will be in operation in about two weeks,
it larger than any ore concentrating
mill in British Columbia, or, indeed, in
Canada.  Its initlal capacity will be
300 tons per day. He states that in
ordinary concentrating mills a 70 per
L cent concemration i sufficient, out
. with corundum 3t must be got about
0% per cent, pure, and this necessitates
| & mill almost twice the size of what
| would otherwise be necessary.
| The mill has been built on the unit
system, and its capacity can readily be
increased to four or six hundred tons,
with very small expenditure. The capa~
ity of the crushers already installed is
niuch over this amount, The oré is
blasted out in large masses, and to
save breaking this down with ham-
mers, a guant c¢rusher ha$ beerr in<
stalled which has a dally capacity of
from 800 to 1000 tone, or more than an
average trainload.

Gratifying Report of the 27 Child-
ren's Ald Socleties in Province.

The Department of Neglected and De-
pendent Children of tl{e Provinee has pre-
pared its twelfth annual report, It pre.
sents a highly gratifying etate of affairs,

There are 27 children’s ald socleties ac-
tively at work, jn addition to a number of
committees in rural sections. During the

past year, homes were found for 220 chil
dren from infancy up to 10 years, and situ-
ations were found for older children, There
is ou the records now a total of 2030 chil-
dren who have been placed i foster homes,
A remarkable fact pointed out hy My,
Kelgo Is that of the 2000 children who have
| been takeq in charge, many-of them com-
ing from the jlowest surroundings, not «ne
| onn be found In any prison or penftentiary,
Another poticeable feature is tuat the per-
centage of deaths among these -ch ldren
is remarkably low, not more than two
or three during the ycar out of the total
number,
Better work Is being done_than ever be-
fore, Mr. Ke.wo reports, in the direction of
fmproving neglected homes, so that echil-
dren nuay not have to be taken awny from
thejr parents and relatives, ‘The chief
canses of child-dejendency are sald to he
drunkenness, and the desertion of familles
| by the father, The Iatter is a serious evil,
and Is responsgible for a great deal of the
expenditure of charitable societies,
It is further pointed cut that there are
very few' homeless children ' Optarto
the applicatigns exceeding ths  sunply,
even for Infants a year old.
