The Ottoman Empire is Still Under 
a System of Land Tenure Similar 

to the Old Feudal Theory.
■ X, J .........— •

It Is an Interesting fax:!, not general­
ly known, that In Turkey the state 
is an enormous landowner, retaining 
In itself the freehold, while permitting 
the peasants of the country to culti­
vate the land- “on shares.” The share 
reserved is the, ‘‘tithe,” strictly tent 
derable in produce, altho usually pail 
in money. Land nationalization there, 
It need scarcely be addafl, Is no Inno­
vation, hut a survival /from the con­
quest of the country. The system has 
many points in common with the old 
feudal theory of landholdings In west­
ern Europe, when all titles to land 
were derived ultimately from the kin 
and immediately from the lord of the 
manor In return for fealty and more 
or less clearly defined services. In 
Western Europe the service tenure was 
converted into freehold, by means of a 
lump sum paid In composition of the 
feudal dues, or Into leasehold,by substi­
tuting annual money rents in place of 
lalbor and produce; but no correspond­
ing development has taken place In 
Turkey,

The tenure to which reference has 
been made Is known In Turkish law as 
“mirl,” and applies to the greater part 
of the land devoted to agricultural 
purposes thruout the Ottoman Empire. 
The peasant, for his right of occu­
pancy, pays to the state, the legal 
proprietor, a so-called “tithe,” which, 
■however, with the supplemental pay­
ments required, amounts to albout 12 
pet- cent of the gross produce harvest-

It is believed by many here 
that the extension of dairying would 
put a keener tone to business and draw 
from the Brock-road farms and others 
more value per acre than by any other 
means. Were a good creamery or 
cheese factory established at Cherry 
wood, Pickering or Dunbarton, the 
farm life would tend to increase both 
socially and financially.

One drawback to the successful oper­
ation of the farms along the front hmr 
been the system of tenantry employed. 
Too roanv owners of *he farms live 
elsewhere and It has been the boast of 
one landlord that his ICO acres has 
paid him 810X00 in rent during his life. 
The results of this are very apparent 
on this farm, for the lack of repairs 
and upkeep hag had its effect on the 
property. a ’

But all the farms are not so situated, 
manv are worked Judiciously. "he 
land" is made up of heavy and 1 ght 
clay loams, many of the lake shore 
farms being of a rather too heavy tex­
ture for happy agriculture, but the 
kind that have been rich in phosphorus 
and potassium.

It would seem that other people are 
seeing the advantages of the farms and 
are quietly getting in to buy up the 
good ones. Within a radius of two 
miles of the Village of Pickering about 
2000 acres has changed ’hands during 
the last six months. The prices for 
thebe have ranged froiti $60 to $100 per 
acre. The Reazin place has ->een 
picked up by-Robt. Toms for $60 per 
acre and is one of the best old farms 
on the front. Gervais Corne'l last 
week sold his choice 50 acres on the 
front for $100 an acre. On this land 
there Is five acres of choice bearing 
orchard that will be worth any oO 
acres.of land in its annual output if 
properly worked, and at $100 the land 
Is cheap enough.

George Len-g has disposed of his farm 
to the Nasmith Co. of Toronto for 
$84 per acre, for 150 acres. This farm 
Is situated on the Klngston-road Just 
west of the village and Is first-class 
soil. With the planting of a few- shade 
trees and a larger orchard this farm 
wilt Immediately swing into the $100 
per acre class.
- Lumberman Reid of Toronto received 
a good farm in the Bunker place Just 
west of the village. It has a $2500 fine 
brick house on it and. the best of soil.

The land must be kept In cultivation; 
If uncultivated for three successive 
years, unless from some unavoidable 
cause, a tract may be reclaimed by the 
state and given to a more thrifty ten­
ant. ♦ The rights of the occupier are, 
however, quite different and much 
more secure than those of an ordinary 
les*ee. Hé is free to alienate his ten­
ancy at Will; he may mortgage or lease 
the land; and on his death his child­
ren will inherit his interest..

Lands of the class described are un­
der the supervision of the directors 
of the Imperial archives In egch vil­
ayet, who have the duty of Investi­
gating all complaints alleging disuse 
of land or failure of the tenant to 
fulfil his other legal duties. At least 
in the case of the more desirable tracts, 
there is no danger that any serious 
dereliction will escape the notice of the 
neighboring farmers, whose self-inter­
est will lead them to prefer charges 
before the director of the perlai 
archives of the vilayet.

The “share” of the state, or the land 
tax, is not collected directly, but Is 
farmed out annually by uahies (groups 
of villages) to the highest bidders. 
AS the proceeds must differ enormously 
from year to year, according to ..the 
size of the crops, it is to the Inter­
est of the tax gatherers to postpone 
the completion of their contract with 
the state until they are In a position, 
to forecast with considerable accur­
acy the harvest outlook. The peasant 
may be oppressed by unscrupulous tax 
gatherers. Hé has, however, one strong, 
economic w-eapon of defence. It Is with­
in hls legal right to pay In kind the ex­
act proportions of the various crops 
harvested (except grapes, for which 
the equivalent In, money Is required), 
and If the tax assessment seems to 
him unjust he can insist upon paying 
In produce, which the tax collector na­
turally desires to avoid.

Common Poaturc*.
Pasture land is held In common for 

the use of the whole village without 
limitation as to the number of cattle 
that may be admitted by any one pea­
sant. There are also some instances 
of collective farming, but these are 
rare. Farm lands are almost entirely 
In small holdings, altho there are no 
serious legal obstacles to the consoli­
dation of adjacent tracts, so as to 
form larger farms. Perhaps the chief 
reason that the holdings remain small 
is that the high rate of interest opens 
to men with any considerable capital 
a more remunerative field of enter­
prise than agriculture offers 
transfer of land is made by the state 
on the petition of the former holder; 
the title deeds read, not In the seller’s 
name, but in the name of the govern­
ment. Even the payment and accept­
ance of the purchase price Is not suffi­
cient to make the agreement between 
two individuals binding; if the seller 
repents of hls bargain before the pa­
pers of transfer have been issued by 
the government, the buyer may recover 
hls money, but can not, compel the 
transfer of the property.

While land held as “mirl” Is 
theoretically intended simply for agri­
cultural purposes, buildings may be 
erected thereon and orchards may be 
planted ; the buildings or the trees 
become freehold property, while the 
land remains nominally the possession 
of the state. In this case, however, the 
holder can not de dispossessed for fail­
ure to cultivate ils i.tnd.
