Explains “Overtime.”’

It is only in freight service that
train and enginemen get paid over-
time on a time and a half basis. ‘In
the memoranda with reference tp this
coadition it was recognized that
“those freight train employes who are
habitually employed in freight ser-
vice, which does not rise above and
generally falls helow a speed basis of
121-2 miles per hour, do net receive
a compensation which is relatively
‘sufficient as compared with train ser-
vice employes in freight service whose
trains habitually make a speed of not
less than 12 1-2 miles an hour, with
a general tendeicy to make a higher
basis, or as compared with employcs
in, passenger train service.” It was,
therefore, ordered that overtinmjz in
such service be paid at the rate of
time and one half, or three-sixteenths
of the daily rate. This means that if
a freight crew fail to make the basic
100-mile: run in eight hours (8x121-2
equals 100), and made it in nine hours,
théy would be paid for the extra hour
at three-sixteenths of the daily rate.
These men are regarded as having an
eight-hour day, but this is only the
basis of computing overtime for the
standard 100-mile run.

Matter is Complicated One.

It should be noted that if a freight
crew made a 175-mile run at an aver-
age speed of 15 miles per hour, they,
having maintained a speed basis of
over 121% miles per hour, would -not-
earn any overtime, altho on duty. for
the run 11 hours and 40 minutes. 3

It is, therefore, seen that the matter
is a complicated one, and that the
basic five or eight-hour day does not
prevent longer hours being put in, but
meérely forms a basis for- computing
the day's work.

The conditions referred to above are
not affected by the recent United
States railway board's award, which
merely provides flat increases of pay,
varying for different groups.

Affeet of McAdoo Award,

Excepting the time and a half pro-
vision in slow freight service, these
present working conditions, as repre-
sented generally above, have not heen
materially affected by the MecAdoo
_award and supplements. The effect of
these has %een towards standardiza-
tion of working conditions as between
the various lines, representing some-
thing like the average or normal work-
ing conditions. As Mr., Hills stated
in his evidence, the Canadian Northern
engineers preferred to retain some of
their conditions as against the accept-
ance qf the standard conditions, and
time and a half fér overtime in slow
freight service, and an agreement was
reached with them on this point

To Thémn'B;:r;s AMoral Ob-

ligation, Says ex-Premier
of France.

Tokio, Aug. 13.—Former Premier
Paui Painleve of France, who stoppedl
here on his 'way from America to
China,, Was qunoted as saying as he
disFmbatked at Tokio:

“The peace of the world has noth-
ing to gain from -an Americanized or
an Anglicized China. Without in any
way meaning to offend our friends
or alics. we feel that to the French
belongs the 'mora] obligation to en-
courage and deyelop the intellectual,

scientific and | technical relations
wkich exist already between China
and France. e
“France must

ot fail, at this time,
seeking, to modernize
herself, is call'ng for intellectual
guides and technical counsellors, to
answer that call. AnytMing that fails
to present French cu'ture to China
lcaves the way open for German kul-
tur, to our hurt.”
