Novel Methods. Used in Training
Cadets— Accuracy of Aim and
Skill in Haundling Machines

Almost as soon as a cadet in the Roy~
al Flying Corps has mastered the art of

‘| fiying he’ begins to learn how to wusé-his

machine as an offensive weapon. In his
first aerial gunnery practice the cadet
goes up with an experienced pilot. With
a Lewis gun mounted on a revolving
turret at the rear. He fires at a lite
size picture of an aeroplane on the
ground. Then the two go up and fight
with two cadets in another aeroplane.
But this time the Lewis gun is loaded
not with _ bullets but—-—phot_qg;qgl"c
films. As the gun is fired, these films
register the accuracy of the tyro’s aim.
From them the cadet can learn what
skill he_has .attained in . bandling ‘lis
Lewis gun—deadliest of fighting ™ weZ; -
ons. e
Many other targéts are used. Some-
times two Hun machines are painted on
a huge canvas on the ground. The cadet
is expected to - get ’them both with his
shots. There is also the towed target—
a sheet of canvas $ix feet square, towed
behind another aeroplane. - The cadet
flies after it and “scuppers” it with his
Lewis gun. Miniature balloons are re-
leased and the cadet chases after these
through the air with a Vickers gun—a
fixed gun which i§.aimed by pointing
the aeroplane instead of the gun.
.Many a time when, the cadet is just

" getting : in his, .shats ‘the: gun jams. It

has bery  fixed ser that it would jam.
But the cadet, thanks to his previous
grounding in the mechanism of the gun,
soon Jlearns to-locate the trouble and
correct it in a few moments at the same
time continuing his chase;

Such training as this must be under-
gone by every aspirant to aerial achieve-
ment. It is-a training that brings out
the best there is in a man—teaches him
accuracy of aim, skill in handling his
machine, ambition to achieve whatever
he sets out after.
