ed by their cunning arguments that ithe
Gods have really econdescended to appeav
among’ them, in beggars’ dress and are
about to offer appropriate kow-tows and
sacrifices, and s a punishment for their
impious fraud, turn them into stone sta-
tues. The idea and the dialogud are mas:
ter-pieces. in their way and. the effect
produced is strange and impressive,

Lord Dunsany has a copious vocabulary,
and a command of picturesque and incis-
ive language which. he does not fail to use
with effect when provoked. On one notable
occasion, in a British parliamentary elec-
tion speech, he caused a stir at Berlin by
elluding to the German Emperor as a
“homicidal mania¢ lusting fof war.” On
another occasioni he exasperated the Lon-
don police. Hhving had his pocket picked
of his wateh, he notified’ the Bow street
officers, whose investigations.led to the
recovery .of the chronometer.

The name. of the Plunketts figures in
English and Norman state records still
in existence, dating from the eleventh and
twelfth ‘centuries, Lord Dunsany is a
nephew of that Sir Horace Plunkett who
has done so much to develop agricultural
industry and who, being possessed of a
lJarge ranch and of extensive interests in
the United States, is*a frequent visitor
here. Lady Dunsany’s father, Lord Jer-
sey, pracgically owns Child’s Bank, which
faces what was once Temple Bar, the west-
ern boundary and former entrance gate
to the City of London. .

A Ghost in Couft .

That in this twentieth century, when
science and inventiveness are -making such
rapid progress, the world is not altogeth-
er materialistic, is strikingly shown, every
now and then. Even so proverbially hard-
headed a people as the Scotch have a deep
and wide' touch of mysticisim; for, in &
recent case before the sheriff’s court at
Dumfries, evidence was given seriously and
in minute detail, of the appearance of a
ghost to the vision of one of the parties
interested, and the tribunal was expected
to ‘accept the testimony as proof positive
of death at the-time stated. While the
court found for the petitioner, it very wise
ly declined to state how far it had been
influenced by this estremely exceptional
and unusual kind of legal proof.

Although it is mot often that a court
of justice has to deal with a question of
spooks, I can recall several recent cases
in which supernatura] visitors haye prom-
inently figured. One was the famous case
where Scott Hall, who purchased Cumnor
Hall from the Earl of Abingdon, brought
suit for the annulment of the sale for the
alleged reason that he had bought Cum-
nor Hall on the express understanding that
the ghost of Amy Robsart “swalked”
there regularly and, as he had waited two
vears without seeing her, he considered
that he had been “done.” Of course the
court. declined to takeé cogmizanee of Mr.
Hall's allegations, and decided the case
against him. Therefore he had to be con-
tented with Cumnor Hall, minus a ghost.

Either a
French or cooked dressing may be used
and the vegetable should be removed from
the can and well chilled before serving.

BARBECUED HAM.

Cut rather thick slices of cold -boiled
ham, laying them in a frying pan. Cook
on both sides until they begin to crisp
at the edges and then put on a hot dish.
Add to the fat in the pan four tablespoons
of vinegar;, a salt spoon of English must-
ard, a fablespoon of white sugar and a
few dashes of black peppér. Boil up once,
pour over ham, let it stand covered for
a couple of mintites and send to table.

TOMATO AND CORN SALAD.
Prepare large, firm tomatoes by paring
carefully and extracting three quarters of
the pulp, leaving enough to make' the
walls of the “cup.” Have at hand enough
cold boiled corn to fill the excavated to-
matoes. Save the pulp you remove for
cooking. Fill the shells with the cerm,
which should be previously seasoned with
mayonnaise, and set the filled tomritoes
in refrigerator until you are. ready to serve
them. Lay upon crisp lettuce or stick
small stalks \of endive upright in the ¢orn
after dipping the endive in mayonnaise.

They Are All Henrys

The death, from scarlet fever, of the
eighteen year old son of Prince Henry
XXVII. of Reuss, renders it opportune
for me to allude once more to the puzzling
way in which the Princes of Reuss ave
named and numbered, especially when it is
mentioned that the youth who has just
died is Prince Henry XLIIIL, of Reuss.
The interval of fifteen numbers between
father and son does not mean that the
younger man had fifteen eider brothers,
but that all the male members of his
branch, cousins, etc., are numbered in the
order of their birth. They all bear the
flame of. Henry, followed by a ‘Roman
numeral. The custom dates from the fif-
teenth century. .

In 1701 each of the two houses, Reuss-
Greiz and Reuss-Gera, started out with a
fresh series of numbers. The elder branch
Reuss-Greiz, has rot beeén very prolific.
Therefore the numbering has gene on in
unbroken sequence, the last of the line be-
ing Prince Henry XIV. But the young-
er branch, Reuss-Gera, of which Prince
Henry XXVII. is the head, has been so
numerous, that a special rule had to be
made to begin a fresh series of numbers
with each century.

There were no less than forty-seven
Princes Henry of Reuss-Gera born in the
nineteenth century, the two sons of Prince
Henry XXVII. being numbered repéc-
tively, XLIIT. and XLV. These numbers
are not. consecutive, for the reason that
Henry XLIV. is a cousin. The son of
Prince Henry XXXIV. bern in 1910, start-
ed a new set of numbers, being Prince
Henry I. The name thus selected and ad-
hered to by all the male members of
the house is in memory of Emperor Henry
VI. of Germany, who conferred upon the
family their sovereignty, seven centuries
