Minister of Militia on Way To
Ottawa — Reciprocity Every-
where Looked on as Great
Boon

Looking the picture of health and ap-
parently as vigorous as when he accepted
office in the galaxy of brilliant men who
composed Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s first cab-
inet, Bir Frederick Borden, minister  of
militia, passed through the city last even-
ing on his way to Ottawa to resume his]
parliamentary duties. He was accompan-
ied by his two daughters and came over
from Digby in the Prince Rupert, having
vigited his home in Canning (N. 8.) since
making a short call at Ottawa on his re-
turn from fhe coronation.

He seemed in particularly good spirits
and when asked concerning the likelihood
of his returning to London as Canada’s
high commissioner in succession to Lord
Strathcona, replied: “I never talk about
myself.”

When asked if he thought the elections
were to come soon, Sir Frederick replied
quickly, “I hope so. We are feeling par-
ticularly confident in Nova Scotia, much
encouraged by the returns at the last
provincial elaction. Reciprocity is every-
where recognized as a great boon and the
older people can remember the prosperity
which came with the treaty of 1854 and
repealed ten years later. At that time
the free trade in natural products with
the United States gave production in the
maritime provinces a great impetus and
there has been nothing to change the con-
ditions.” .

Whey asked about the affairs of his
department, he said that the militia camps
had enjoyed fine weather and had been
uniformly successful, although it was more
difficult every year to get enough men
to fill up the ranks. ‘‘There is so much
going on in the country nowadays,” he
said, “and labor is so well paid that we
find it hard to get the men to drill for
the small pay which we are able to give.”

He said that he was very much pleased
with the appearance of the Canadian con-
tingent to the coronation, which .he had
inspected in London and had heard many
favorable comments on their deportment
and soldier like appearance.

Sir Frederick and daughters arrived on
the Prince Rupert at 4v5 o’clock and in
the hour which intervened before the de-
parture of the Montreal train they en-
joyed an automobile ride about the city.

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Queen Mary to Revive State
Concerts — Great Singers
and Their Reception By
Royalty — Sir Francis
Younghusband In Acci-
dent -

Queen Mary has decided to revive. the

' .| state concerts, which were a feature of

the reign’ of Queen Victoria, but which
were abandoned by her son and successor.
Queen Mary, like Queen Victoria, appreci-
ates the fact that there are 4 number of
elderly people, peers and peeresses, retir-
ed ambassadors and ambassadresses, vet-
eran generals and admirals and white and
grey-haired people who, as former disting-
uished servants of the erown'and of the
government, have some claim to attention
on the part of the sovereign and yet
whom it is foolish to invite to state balls,
seeing, that their dancing days are long
since over, and that they are merely in
the way of the younger element. It is
bardly any compliment to invite them to
a state ball which they do not enjoy,
whereas they were wont to take a delight
in the state concerts which were held by
Queen Victoria throughout her reign for
their particular benefit.

When she was on the throne, there were
two of these state concerts every season
for the older people, alternating with two
and sometimes three state balls for the
younger element neither of them interfer-
ing in any way with the afternoon draw-
ing-rooms which have now been converted
into postprandial courts.

Both Queen Mary and her husband are
of the opinion that by means of a revival
of the state concerts they will diminish
the great crush which has characterized

the state balls at Buckingham Palace since !

Queen Victoria’s death, and at the same
time will afford much satisfaction to a very
important class of‘people who were rath-
er neglected during the reign of Edward
VIIL. -

Full Court Dress .t
At the state concerts, which will in the

future, as formerly, take place in the state

ball room, a very stately apartment, 139
feet long and. broad in proportion, full
court dress is worn just in the same way
as at the court and state balls.

The general company will take their
places without regard to precedence or
rank, after the ambassadors and ambassa-
dresses, the ministers plenipotentiary and
their wives and the duchesses have been
conducted to their seats. It is only then
that the royal procession enters, led ¢by
the lord chamberlain, the lord steward of
the household, the master of the house-
hold, ‘and its comptroller, white wands of
office in their hands and walking back-
wards, that is to say, facing the sovereign,
and the other royalties comprised in the
procession.

The seats of the king and queen and of
the princes and princesses of the blood are
situated in the front row of the audience,
slightly in advance of the rest. As soon
as they have taken their:place, the concert
begins, the instrumental music being fur-
nished usually by the sovereign’s private
band in- their picturesque uniforms. The
vocal portion of the programme consists
of solos or duets by operatic stars, whose
honorariums for the occasion have always
been extremely small, it being considered

 that their principal remuneration consist-

ed in the advertisement which they deriv-
ed from the official announcement that
they had received ‘“royal commands” to
sing before the sovereign at a state con-
cert. Indeed the honorarium, even to the
greatest artists, used to range between $50
and $100. ] L

Patti Once Barred

One of the most bitterly resented penal-
ties suffered by Patti for her association
with Nicolini, before they were free to
wed, was the refusal of Queen Victoria to
permit her to sing at any of these state
concerts at which she had previously been
the bright particular feature. Queen Vie-
toria declined throughout her life to sanc-
tion the so widely accepted theory that
the possession of genius or of unique gifts
warrants the defiance of the proprieties of
life, and the conventions of society.

The artistes almost invariably received
in addition to their honorarium, a gift o
jewelry from the sovereign; but although
they were usually addressed at the close
of the concert by the principal royal per-
sonages present, and complimented, yet
they were vigorously geparated from the
remainder of the guests, with whom they
were not permitted to mingle and they
were thoroughly given to understand that
they had no such right as the invitefl
guests. Fach of the latter was obliged to
have been previously presented at court,
in due form. In fact, there has never
been any toleration, at these state con-
certs, of those pretensions on the part of
artistes, who in the case of private enter-
tainments, not content with receiving a
large check for their services, insist upon
being treated as the most distinguished
of the guests by way of tribute to their
genius. v Sl

Little Applause

There is little or no applause at these
state concerts: certainly none until the
principal royal personage present has given
the signal for it, and then it is very sub-
dued and -discreet. The concerts in the
reign of Queen Victoria usually lasted
about an hour and a half, and then the
royal procession again formed, and, con-
ducted as before by the great dignitaries
of the court, who progressed again back-
wards—three steps and then a bow, fol
