Aug. ‘29—That 
the horrible tragedy of. yesterday in which 
Edward Bennett, an Oxford graduate, was 
the chief actor,' had been premeditated 
and carefully planned, there is today no 
doubt. Last evening, Bennett killed bis 
three children and then took his own 
life.

Two of the children were killed by the 
use of chloroform and the third by cyan­
ide of potassium and chloroform.
