New York, March 2.—An effort to
prove that Mrs. Paulette Saludes, Chi-
cago little French wonran, accused of
murder, had led a double life, was
launched by Assistant District Attor-
ney Brothers in his cross-examination
of Mrs, Saludes at yesterday’s session
of ‘her trial for the shooting of Oscar
Martelliere. ‘ .

Mr. Brothers wrung from her ad-
missions that she had gone on auto-
mobile rides and boat trips up the
Hudson with men other than Martel-
liere after her husband, James Saludes,
had sailed on a business trip to France.
Mrs. Saludes’ defense is that she shot
'Martelliere in a fit of temporary emo-
tional insanity after Martelliere had be-
trayed her, stripped her of her property
and then cast her off.

Mrs. Paulette Saludes listened calmly
on Tuesday aftérnoon while James A.
Turley, her attorney, began his fight
for her life before Judge Morris Koe-
nig in General Sessions. Although she
had” broken down and'sobbed during
the morning when witnesses. for the
prosecution, related their story of the
killing of Osear Martelliere she regain-
ed her composure while her lawyer told
the jury he would show that she killed
Martelliere accidentally while attempt-
ing to take her own life,

Mr. Turley’s revelation came as 8
suiprise. It was thought he would base
his defense solely on a plea that Mrs.
Saludes was temporarily insane at the
time of the:shooting. He indicated that
he would attempt to prove ‘that she
was deranged when she killed the in-
surance broker on October 16, but he
also said that the bullets were fired in
the course of a struggle in which Mar-
telliere had 'tried to take the pistol
away from hef and prevent her from
committing suicide.
