I. The designation of this Society shall be, Tug gmrun AND
ForeioN Bisie Sociery, of which the main object shall be to
¢ncourage a wider circulation of the Scriptures, without note or
comment ; the only copies in the language of the United Kingdom,
to be circulated by the Society, shall be the Authorized Version.

IL. This Society shall add its endeayors to those employed b
other societies, for circulating the Scriptures through the Brim{\
Dominions ; and ghall also, according to its abilit extend its in.
fluence to other countries, whether Obristian, Mahometan, or
Pagan. |

III. Each subscriber of One Guinea annually shall be a Mem -
ber. .
IV. Each subseriber of Ten Guineas at one time shall be a
Member for Life, \

V. Each subscriber of Five Guineas annually shall be a Gov-
ernor,

VI. Each subscriber of Fifty Pounds at one time, or who shall
by one additional payment, increase his original subscription to
Fifty Pounds, shall be a Governor for Life.

VII. Governors shall be entitled to attend and vote at all
Meetings of the Committee.

VIII. An Executor, paying a bequest of Fifty Pounds shall
be a Membes for Life; or of One Hundred Pounds, a Governor
f()r Life.

IX. A Committee shall be a pointed to conduct the business
of the Society, consisting ‘of hirty-six Laymen, six of whom
shall be foreigners, resident in London or its vicinity ; half the
remainder shall be meémbers of the Church of England, and the
other half members of other denominations of Christians. Twen-
ty-seven of the above number, who shall have most frequently
attended, shall be eligible for Ye-élection for the ensuing year.

The Committee shall appoint all Officers, except thé Treas-
urer, and call special meetings, and shall be charged with pro-
curing for the Society suftable patronage; both British md&o—
reign.

X. Each member of the Sociéty shall be entitled, ander the
direction of the Committee, to purchase Bibles and Testaments
at the Society’s prices, which shall be as low as possible.

XI. The Annual Meeting of the Society's beé held on the
first Wednesday in May, when the Treasurér and Committee
shall be chosen, the accounts presented, and the proceedings of
the foregoing year reported.
