WARDEN’S DINNER.

A Representative Gathering te Comgratu-
late the Warden Elect.

Last Thursday evening about eight o’clock
& large sompany, comprising nearly all the
members of the County Council, some ex-
members, the county officials and & number
of others, sat down o an oyster supper at
the Caistor House, Woodstock, which had
been provided by Warden Mayberry.

After the bill of fare had been disoussed
Mesars, G. R. Patullo and Jobn M. Grans
assumed the chairmanships. Mr. Patulle
in suitable terms proposed ‘‘The Queen.”

Reeve Pettigrew, of Blandford, then sang
“‘Auld Johnnie's Contexs,” which was re-
seived with loud applause.

““The Governor-General and Lieus.-Gov-
ernor,” was followed by an eleotion story
by Mr. Moffat, which received a well
merited encore.

“The Warden Elect,” was responded to
most heartily. In reply Mr, Mayberry
made but a short speech, in which he re-
turned thanks to all present for their kind
treatment. He had been five years in the
County Council and during all that $ime
hed experienced nothing but kindness.

“The House of Commons and Local
Legislature,” brought to their feet Dr,
Williams, Chss. Wilson, Mr. Nanocekivell
and Mr, Joha M. Grant.

Dr, Williams referred to thelarge number
of representative institutions with which
we were blessed, and spoke in favour of a
reduotion of their number, Of the country
at large he held that it had made greater
progress than any other. To.day there are
in the tewn factories shipping their goods
almest all over the world. Is not this a
credit? When we contrast our position
with that of ofther counties we see some-
thing to be proud of. We know that ‘“‘far
away hills look green,” but when we read
of the terrible blizzards which sweep the
American north-west we have something to
feel contented about in onr own community
from these, and from earthquakes and epi-
demios. He believed Canada was blest
above all other countries.

Mr. Nanoekivell disayvowed all ambition
in the direction of either Parliamens. He
hoped Dr. Williams’ wishes as to our future
would be realiznd, but at present our agri-
oultural interests were suffering greatly,
and something should be dome to relieve
them, What that something was—whether
Imperial Foderation or Commercial Union
he would not undertake to say. He was
waiting for further developments, but he
had no doubt some good would come out of
the agitation. He closed by paying a
high tribute to the new Warden,

r. 0. Wilson said when he ssw so much
ability gathered at the County Council year
by year, he alwiays wondered why we had
%o go to Toronto and further to get men %o
represent us in Parliamens. It was both
unjust and unfair to our own young men.

Mr. John M. Grant spoke of Mr. May-
berry as a gentloman of standing and integ-
rity, and his election to the wardenship was
» high certificate of character to gat while
still #o young. He instanced Mr. Chamber-
lain as an instsnce of how a young man
would rise to the highess positions of honor
in the British Empire. In the States a
representative must reside in his own dis-
triot but he did’ mot believe in this, as
under this system such & man as Horace
Greely was debarred from = sea$ in the
House. Under our system it was sometimes
necessary for the leaders to seek outside
seats, and wan often unavoidable, He
closed by apéaliing of the independence of
views which was showing itself to-day in all

partiss,

Dr. Williams, chairman of the special
committne appointed to inguire into the
ballo$ box business, brought in their repors
s follows : —

To the Mayor and member of the council ;

Gentlemen,—You committee appointed
to investigate the charge of some persom
having unlawfully opened some of the bal-
Jot boxes used at the recent Municipal
elections, beg leave to report as follows :—

1st, That on or about the fifth day of
January, 1888, the Clerk and Mr. Watter-
worth took from the Clerk’s office the bal.
lot box that had been used in Ward No. 1,
and carried it to the Counecil Chamber.
That it was there unlocked by the Clerk,
snd the package containing the ballots that
had been used in the election of mayor and
deputy-reevg. was opened by Him, after
which the ballots were counted over by the
Clerk, who sas at one table, and the counf
was kept by Mr. Watterworth, who sat at
another table, near by. All the ballotsin
the envelrpes were countod over and then
returned to the envelopes by the Clerk ; re-
placed in the box, snd the box was relocked
and taken back to the offics of the Clerk.

2nd. We find that thbis box, together
with sll the others used at the late election,
were placed in the Clerk’s office, with the
keys attached to them by strings. That
Mr. Watterworth oalled on or about the 6th
or 7th of January, and requested to eee the
poll books ; that these were in the ballot
boxes ; that the Clerk unlocked the boxes,
removed the poll-books, and gave them to
Mr. Watterworth for inspection and re-
locked the boxes.

3rd. That on the 12th of January, the
Mayor called the attention of the Clerk to
the boxes being uniooked, and the Clerk
declared that he had not touched the boxes
since the day on which the poll-books were
removed, and that he then re-locked them.
Your (Jommittee have obtained no evidence
as to how these boxes came to be unlocked
at this particular time.

4th.  Your Committee, in their endeavor
to ascertain whether or 1ot the above speci-
fied opening has been contrary to law and
therefore illegal, find that in Seetion 161 of
Consolidated Municipal Act of 1883, the
Clerk is instruoted as to the disposition of
ballos papers in the following words :—

5th. Section 161 :—*‘The Clerk of  the
Maunicipality shall retain for one month all
ballot papers received by him or forwarded
%0 bim in pursuanoe of this Act by Deputy-
Returning Officers, and then, unless other-
wise dirocted by the Court or Judge of com-
peten$ jurisdiotion, shall cause them to be
destroyed in the presence of two witnesses,
whose declaration that they have witnessed
the destruction of such papers shall be taken
before the head of the Municipality, and
filed amongst the records of the Municipal-
ity by the said Clerk.”

6th. The provisions for inspection are
found under Sections 154. Sub. See. 5 and
Section 162, which read as follows : Section
154, Sab, Sec. 5—*If the Deputy Returning
Officer and one or more of the candidates,
or of the agents of the candidates present at
the examination and counting of the ballod
papers, are unable to agree as to the written
statement to be made by the Deputy
Returning Officer, the package of the ballot
pepers shall be broken open by the Clerk
of the Manicipality, in the presence of the
Deputy Returning Officer and such of the
candidates, or of their agents, as may be
present, on the day succeeding the polling
day, at an hour and place to be appointed,
and of which they have been notified by the
Deputy-Returning Officer, unless the dis-
tance to be travelled is such that the
sppointed place cannot be reached on the
day following the poll, in which cese a rea-
sonable time shall be allowed, and no more,
for the purpose of coming before the Clerk
of the Municipality ; and the Clerk of the
Municipality, after examing the ballot pap-
ers, shall finally determine the matter in
dispute, and sign the written wtatement
hereinbefore mentioned ; and $he Clerk of
the Maunicipalisy shall forthwith, in the
presence of the Deputy Returning Officer,
and such of the candidates, or of their
agents as may be present, securely seal nup
the ballot papers which have been axamined
by him into the several packages as befors.”

7th. Section 162 reads as follows : ‘‘No
person shall be allowed to inspect any bal-
los papers in the custody of the Clerk of the
Municipslity, except under the order of &
Court or Judge of competent jurisdiction,
to be granted by the Court or Judge on be-
ing satisfied, by evidence on oath, that the
inspection or production of such ballod
papers is vequired for the purpose of main-
taining a grosecution for an offence in rela-
tion to ballot papers, or for the purpose of

petiti tioning an eleotion or return;
and any rvoh order for the inspection or
Erodnotion of ballot papers shall be obeyed
y the Clerk of the Municipality.

8th. Your Committee are of $he opinion
that the inspection made of the bullot pap-
ors above referred to, was not in accordance
with the provisions of these sections of the
Municipal Aot, and was therefore contrary
to the provisions of the Statute.

9th. The poll-book referred to in Seetion
2nd of this report in the following words :
Mr, Watterworth called on the 6th or 7th
of January and requested to see the poll-
books, These wore in the ballot boxes.
The Clerk unlocked the boxes and gave
them to Mr. Watterworth for inspection—

He could
rest assured shat he would be preserved
from the vengence of any one seeking
to become a political Marier on acoount
of the maintenance of his office.
(Laughser.)

UNIVERSITY CONHOLIDATION.

In connection with University eduoca-
tion, he thought it was of the higheat im-
portance that every effort shovld be pus
forth by the Governmen$ to make the
Toronto University as eificient as possible.
(Cheers.) The chairs should be at once
filled by the ablest professors, so that
this Province would no longer be behind
the United States or European countries
in the matter of higher education. (Ap-
plause.) A great people must be an
aducated people, national character is
developed in our pubdlic schools, and ad-
vanced and perfected in our Collegiate
Institutes, and Univernities. Consider-
able attention is devoted $o the science of
education; this branch of University
education, has been one greaf factor in
perfeoting the German sysient; and giving
to it its national character. He stated
that the people had every opportunity in
this country of either retaining or ad-
vancing our system of education, owing
to the principal of responsibility from the
Minister of Education down to the rural
school trustee.  Every expenditure and
every change is watched by the people.
The foundation of our University must
be broad and substantial. A Province
containing 200,600 square miles of terri-
tory,and our still undeveloped resources,
almost unlimited, musi see that in this
Branch of our system of education, there
shall be nothing wanting. (Cheers.) One
important matter had mnot been referred
to by the mover of the Address—that
portion of the Speech relating to the
franchise. He was glad to know that in
conformity with their policy of extending
franchise as rapidly as public sentiment
would justify it, the Government would
this session propose that manhood suff-
rage should be established in the Province
He did not know that the measure would
be perfected and placed upon the statute
book at this session of the House, there
being no special resson to do so. But at
least the bill would be introduced this
session and would be made the law of the
land before the next gemeral election.
He did not suppose thas the measure
would receive any opposition from gentle-
men on the Opposition side, but when it
passed he hoped they would telegraph
their friends in Ottawa that this Province

HAD ADOPTED MANHOOD SUFFRAGE

and suggest $o them ‘that they should do
the same. (‘Applause.) He was glad
that, acting on the decision of the
Supreme Court, snd relying upon the
Privy Council sustaining the finding, the
Provincial Government had begun to
isaue patents on lands, the Indian title of
which was extinguished after Confeder-
ation. He was glad also that an sgree-
ment had been arrivedl at under which
legislation would be passed confirming
the decision of the Privy Council in re,
Iation to the boundary. Ontario weuld
then have the exact territory given her
by the award of jhe arbisraiors in the
first place. The agredmént between the
Provinces of Ontario and Quebec to refer
the matters of account between them to
friendly arbitration would lead to the
settlement of questions which had long
been in dispute. Is was a matier of con-
gratulation that the public institutions of
the Provinoe had been so ably managed,
and especially that the humane policy of
caring for the insane had been carried
out so faithfully and at such comparaive-
ly small expense to the Province. In
connection with these asylums some facts
brought out by the reports were of the
greatest public interest. In the report of
the London Asylum, for instance, he
found that in the ten years from 1872 to
1881 (in which slcoholic liquors were
somewhat extemsively used) the deaths
were five per cent. In the nexs five
years, during which the use of alcohol
was done awey with, the deaths were
4.63 per cent. In the first period the re-
coveries were 39.18 per cent. per annum,
while in the subsequent five years the
recoveries wera 46.05 per annnm. The
necessity of manusl labor on the farm or
in the shop was recognized as necessary
to the cure of the patients. The City of
Toronso having grown over to and beyond
the Asylum grounds, snd the demand
being for more room t0 accomodate the
inoreasing number of insane, the Govern-
ment wisely proposed to establish cot-
tages on the Mimico farm where room
could be had to employ the patients with
benefit to themselves. He discussed the
Inter-Provincial Conference resolutions
at some length.  He strongly supported
the proposition thas the veto power over
Provincial legislation should be taken
awsy from the Federal authorties. It
would be said by gentlemen in Opposition
douitless, as had been said in the press
which voiced their views, that it was pro-
posed to revert to Downing street rule.
But in relation to Dominion laws, tle
form of veto still laid with the Imperal
suthorities, and was seldom if ever exer-
cised, and doubtless the same rule would
be followed with regard to Provincial
legislation. The people themselves
should be allowed to judge whether laws
were wise or nos. (Cheers.) He be-
lieved, however, that & tribunal of the
character of the Superior Court of the
United States, if i6 could be established,
would be useful as seouring an impartial
interpretation of the Constitution and so
prevent encroachments of the Central
upon the Provincial power.
SENATE REFORM,

s was supposed at (onfederation tha
the different provinces should be repre-
sen’ed in the Senate ab Otiawa. The
hiatory of $hat chamber showed that its
members gave no assistance whatever to
provinces in the struggle for provincial
rights, and simply becsuse the claims of
the provinces were igncred in the appoint-
ments made. The Senate should be
ohanged so as (o make it more in keeping
with the objects for which i# had been
created, This is the ouly body in-the
givilized world, (where they have consti-
tutional Government,) without some con-
trol either by Slho pecple or crown f’ it is
opposed entirely to the spirit of our

This factory sprung into existemce 12th
May, 1887. It is situsted in East Nissouri
on the Ingersoll and St. Mary's Gravel
Road, 17 miles of Ingersoll and 7 miles of
8t. Marys. The proprietors and manufac-
turers are Murray Bros,, two young gentle-
men between the ages of 20 and 24, who
were brought up farming, but finding a
change of business necessary, they turned
their attention to the oheese business.
Being young and inexperienced some doubt-
ed the sncceas of the undertaking, but
afterwards were agreeably surprised to find
it had been conducted as smoothly and
skilfully as factories in practical operation
for years. The amount of milk taken,
cheese shipped and cash received, are given
below for the instruction of patrons and
others. Milk taken in the season, 935,717
Ibs.; cheese manufactured for shipment,
82,586 ibs.; amount of cheese cut for the
patrons, 2,462 lbs. ; cash received, $8,191.42;
the average price of cheese for the seasom,
$9.80 per 100 ; No. of Ibs. of milk to lbs. of
cheese, 10.873. The patrons held their first
annual meeting on Nov, 15th lass, at which
nnusual satisfaction was nmanifested.
