He hasg just
received 'the smelter returns from the
last carload of ore which went to Great
Falls. . It averaged 616 ounces in sil-
ver.

BACK FROM CASSIAR.

Experiences of a Nanaimo Party in the
Far North.

. Mr. R. Adams, who, with Messrs. W.
Johnston, J. R. McKenzie and W. Bor-
den, left' on May 14th of this year fo
try their < fortunes' among the placer
workings of Cassiar, returned to Nana-

to-day. =~ Mr. Adams has on interesting
story to tell of the difficulties encounter-

ed.

The party left Napaimo on May 14,
gqing direct to. Asheroft, where supplies
and . pack horses were obtained. Ash-
croft being left on foot on the 19th of
July and Quesnelle being reached in 12
days without event. Final preparations
were made at Quesnelle and the four
left on June 1st for Manson, 350 miles,
on foot, taking the old telegraph trail,
built some 20 years ago with the intén-
tion of circling the globe by telegraph.
The rodd was in very. bad condition, be-
ing almost entirely grown over, but in
many places the telegraph poles and
wires were ‘8till standing. Mr. Adams’
party was- followed, however, by Col.
Wright and 40 men, who opened the
trail as they went along, so that it is
now in good condition.

The same day the Quesnelle was left”
and the Fraser was crossed, the men go-
ing over in canoes with Indians and the
horses being swam. On the 6th Muil
river was reached, where last year six
horses were lost by a party of prospec-
tors. The river is an exceedingly dan-
gerous one, hut was safely crossed by
the four, Chink lake being crossed soon
after and crossed on a raft. The next
day Necharka river was come to, this
being ‘one of the most difficult fords in
the journey, as the curent ran so swiff-
ly that it was almcst impossible to get
the horses to take it. This took a whole
day. of hard work and the party was
glad to be able to go sleep that night
in wet clothes, being on the other side
of the river. On the 15th they came to
Stewart lake, which is mearly ‘a mile
wide. This was crosed on a raft, the
horses. swimming. ~Soon after Nation
lake was reached, where in 1894 two
men ‘lost their lives in attempting 10
ford. This was also successfully cross-
ed, when the party began to get above

During the early part of the journey
Mr. Adam says he hardly had dry
clothes on for three weeks, as the whole
country seemed flooded and they were
freqrently walking through water three
and even four feet deep.

On June 28th the snow was reached,
and was fravelled through much of the
day, the Summit of the Telegraph moun-
tains being reached the next day. On
the first of July the twelve miles down
the mountain to Manson was accom-
plished in spite of the difficulties with
snow, and their destination was redch-
‘ed, B70 miles from Ashecroft, the dis-
tance being made in 59 days.

The population of Manson consisted of
eight men who greeted the strangers
heartily and gave them what assistance
thiey ‘could. The party prospected and
worked around Skeleton and Lost creeks
for a month with varying success, stak-
ing out claims and getting an idea of
the country. They, of course, had a try
at discovering the famous Lost creek,
but were as unsuccessful as their pre-
decessors. This well konwn and my-
sterious creek is the suppesed early bed
of a- richly gold bearing stream from
which much gold had been taken, but
which is now pretty .well worked out
and the lost bed of the creek in which
it is supposed an equally rich. deposit
will be found has defied all efforts at
discovery. At the end of a month it
was decided to go to Tom Creek, 95
miles further. At Tom creek there were
two whites, 15 Chinamen and 6 Indians,
all of whom were engaged in placer min-
ing. At Tom creek, one of the princip:l
claim hoiders is a Kispiak, a =~ Skeena
river Indian, named Soneos, who bought
thoge of thé horses that could be spared,
Soneos was mining rather successfully,
having a placer claim on which by clear-

_In ‘the district around Manson Mr:
Adam is confident that there are very
la‘rge quantities. of the précious. metal,
which at present are inaccessible, as the
nature of the deposits are more suited
?o_ hydraulie mining than to placer work-
ing, and the district is yet so isolated
thiat the bringing in of machinery and
the putting up of a plant would involve
an enormous expenditure. Col. Wright
has,. however, been doing ‘a great deal
of pioneer work in the way of extensive
mining development, and most interest-
ing and important results may be look-
ed forward to at the end of another
year. Now one ean hardly get food‘at
Manson, flour ‘being $24 a bundred-
weight, sugar 50 cents a; pound, a thrse
pound bag of salt. cogting $1, and it was
then almost impossible to get it at that.
At Fiddler's Creek, some miles be-
low the fgrks of the Skeena, where the
party stopped for a short time, an old
man named Clifford iy working a very
promising quartz property ' which it is
thought will give an additional momen-
tum to mining activity in that neighbor-
hood. A sample shipment from Mr.
Cliffcrd’s property was brought down on
the Danube.—Nanaimo Free Perss.

THE OPENING OF SIBERIA;

Sibdria will soon lose its terrors in the
popular mind. _ The opening of the Si-
berian railroad HKas caused a rush of
Russian peasants for the plentiful .and
chedaper lands in Siberia, and whole yil-
lages in Russia are being left without
inhabitants. So far .this year 145,000
peasants hayve emigrated, and in the
middle of May there were 13,000 per-
sons encamped at Tcheleyabursk, await-
¢ng transportation. It is reported that
the government will stop banishing
cri_minals to Siberia, and will use only
the island of Saghalien, the northern
provicees, and the prison districts as
1-eceptz}cles for .convicts.
