London, Oct. 29.—The =City Imperial
Volunteers, wh arrived at Southamp-
ton from South Africa on Saturday on
the British transport Awurania, reached
Bere by train this morning. They march-
ed through London, algng streets packed
By thousands, and received a-tumultuous
greeting, Such a demonstration was
rrobably never before evoked for such a
small body of volunteers. :

The postponement of  Liondon’s - wel-
eome until to-day diminished the number
eof spectators, but the enthusiasm could
scarcely be more general or genuine.
Early in the day Queen Victoria sent a
message to the returning ‘troops, wel-
ecming them and  inquiring as to their
Realth. The Prince of Wales came in
town . and | viewed the procession from
Marlborough Flouse. Among the other
moyalties watching the little band of men
in khaki uniforms were, Princess Louise,
Puchess of Argyle, Prince Edward of
Saxe-Weimar, and many other distin-
guished people.

On his arrival Mr. Charleson found &
report from Mr. J. Y. Rochester, who has
tharge of the work of construction south
from Telegraph C(freek. Mr. Rochester
states that the iine is complete to a point
approximately 167 miles northwest of
Hagelton, and that, owing to deep snow,
severe weather and the Aaily loss of aai-
mals, ke is compelled to stop further work
on the line this winter, The line is com-
pleted from the south to a point 157 miles
northwest of Hazelton, so that . distance
of not more than 15 or 20 miles separates
the two ends, = Mr. Rochester cculd only
continue the work at risk to the lives of
his party, and, much as he regrets aband-
oning the work with the completion al-
most within. reach, he deemed it prudent
to take no xﬁks. but te return to Tele-
&raph Creék while he had the chance.
