$250,000. LOSS,
With $130,000 insurance, In 

North Sydney fire.

Large part business, portion of 
town wiped out.

The insurance held by Com­
panies in Halifax.

StdneV, Ma, 5.—A conflagration about 
2 o'clock Sunday morning, at North Syd­
ney, practically destroyed the entire bust 
ness section of the town, and before the 
Are was under control of the tire depart­
ment a loss In the vicinity of $250,000 was 
incurred, and the tire also resulted in the 
death of Percy Sayce, manager of Nickel 
Theatre, who was burned to death In hie 
room at the Vendôme Hotel.

The tir»gained such headway that in 
about three hours two blocks were con­
sumed, including some of the largest busi­
ness premises in the town,

The flames gained so rapidly that the 
local tire department were soon unab’e to 
cope with them, so Mayor W. A. MacKay 
telephoned tor assistance from Sydney and 
$y*eey Mines and these with the local 
corps worked hard and their combined 
efforts finally m#fc with success, although 
not before It had devetnpn* Into one of the 
most disastrous conflagrations I» the his­
tory of the town.

The burned district extends from the 
corner of Archibald Avenue along Com 
meretal St. to the store of Thompson and 
Sutherland and the Y. M. C. A. on each 
side of the street, the entire waterfront 
here being laid bare.

The fire was first noticed by J. J. Pullen 
of the Belmont Hotel, which is situated on 
the opposite corner to the fruit store in 
which it originated, that of J. R. Biggar, 
the latter building being on the corner of 
Archibald Avenue. He gave the alarm, 
but by the time the firemen reached the 
scene the store was completely gutted, and 
the flames had reached across the street 
to the Vendôme Hotel. Guests at the 
hotel had barely time to escape, carrying 
with them only their articles of clothing,

MONTENEGRO PLACES
