Work had stopped on all the Acadian

parishes. Was not to-morrow the first 
day of La Careme, when all fun and 
dancing and feasting must cease for 
forty days ? Was not to-day Mar-di- 
gras ? The excitement of the great 
carnival at New Orleans could not reach 
these repiote, solitary parishes, but in 
all the isolated farmhouses scattered 
among the bayoux, the Acadians made 
ready to celebrate the fete.

There was to be a grand picnic in the 
live oak forest, near to Louis Des 
Vaches’ plantation, and in the evening 
a dance at the Widow Bernard Baudry’s. 
Every body went to early mass, and 
then gayly dressed groups, on foot, on 
horseback, or in rickety calechee, began 
to cross the country to the plantation 
Des Vaches.
