ARMIES WITHIN
STONE'S THROW

Japs and Russians
Clinched Again

Almost

Another Ureat Battle Will Take
Place on Shakhe River in &

Few Days.

MUKDEN, Nov. 7.—The Russian and
Japanese armies extending from
Bentsiaputze, east, to the Liao River,
west, at places are almost within a
stone’s throw of each other. At Bensia-
putze not more than 400 yards sep-
arate the advance parties. At Huang-
shantse the Russian centre has thrown
advance posts across the Shakhe river.
Both armies are still strengthening
their operations all along the line. The
slightest movement on either side is
the sign for firing which occasionally
lasts all night. The Russians are using
six-inch guns on the railway, which
must greatly harass the Japanese. Un-
doubtedly the most decisive if not the
greatest battle of the war will be
fought in the vicinity of the Shakhe
river. The Russians are confident of
their ability to hold their positions.
The soldiers are building mud houses
for winter quarters. The nights con-
tinue cold but the days are bright and
crisp.

RAISING THE VARIAG.

NEW YORK, Nov, 7.—A Seoul,
Korea, despatch to the Herald, dated
Oct. 28, pia Che Foo, Nov, 6, says:
The efforts of the engineers to raise
the Variag, at which they have been
working for six months have ended in
a coniplete failure. At extreme Ilow
tide, powerful pumps were started in
the presence of naval officers of all na-
tions, but the pumps were quickly
choked by mud which rendered the at-
tempt abortive. The officer in charge
asserts that a new method.will be used
and another attempt made to raise the
Russian warship within a month. He
expressed  determination to achieve
success in spite of all obstacles.

JAP COMMUNICATIONS THREAT-
ENED.

NEW YORK, Nov. 7.—A despatch to
the Herald from Wonson, Korea, via
Che Foo, Nov. 6, says that 15,000 Rus-
sian troops are south of Tumen river
with 32 guns. Of this number, 6,000 of
the main body are quartered at Kyung-
sung, 2,000 along the coast in town gar-
risons and 4,000 cavalry are throwing
out westward in small bodies, menac-
ing the Japanese lines of communica-
tions and railway construction bet-
ween Pin Yang and Wiju by frequent
cross country raids. The remainder
of 3,000 are in small scouting detach-
ments to“the gouth. ‘The Russian ca-
valry by long detours frequently ap-
pears in the rear of the Japanese out-
posts within a mile of the gates
Hamheung, immediately disappearing
upon the Japanese infantry making a
sortie from the town. The Russians
occupied Hamwan Pass, a small force
of Japanese retiring to Kaksan Yung
upon the approach of the Russians.
The Japanese are provisioning Hamhe-
ung, where 2,000 troops are now quar-
tered. Thousands of tons of army
stores are being transported from Hah-
ho to Hamheung, a distance of 13 miles
over an excellent road. The line of
transportation is liable to interruption

NATIVES MASSACRE
SCORES OF SAILORS,

Captain and Twenty=One Men of
British Steamship Baron
mnerdale Slain

LONDON, Nov. 5.—According to in-
formation from the Island of Perim, at

the entrance to the Red Sea, an inves-
tigation of Massira Island, made by the
Sultan of Muscat, shows that a boat’s
crew, compigsing the captain and twen-
ty-one men which left the British
steamship Baron Innerdale, which ran
ashoré at the Kuria Muria Islands
reached Massira Islands and were mas-
sacred by the natives there. Nine of
the murderers have been arrested.

The- India Office confirms the report
of the massacre of the captain and
twenty-one of the crew of the British
steamship Baron Innerdale. The vessel
was wrerked and the Greek crew took
to the boats. It is supposed they land-
ed or were driven ashore in a mon-
soon.

According to a despatch from Aden,
Arabia, August 30 last, a boat contain-
ing the captain and sixteen members
of the crew, who had left the steamer
Baron Innerdale, which was ashore at
the Kuria Muria Islands, off the south-
east coast of Arabia, capsized and all
the occupants were drowned, with the
exception of one boy, who was saved
by the natives.

The Baron Innerdale was bound from
Kurrachee, British India, July 27, for
the United Kingdom or to a port of
Europe.
