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Saskatoop and not Regina will be the home of the
new Universityof Saskatchewan, This was settled a few
days ago by 4"Vote of five to four at a meeting of the
University Board, which had power to act. Regina was
the easly favarite.

Bdward Grey, the Foreign Minister, who made the first
speech in reply to the motion, was almost semsational
in his account of the situation. The whole discussion
seemed to ignore other s than Dread and
the comparisons were mostly based on ships of that
class. The situation as pr d by the Unionist mover
was this:—

In April 1911, Germany will have eleven Dreadnoughts
to Britain's twélve, and four or five months later thir-
teen to Britain's fourteen. It is possible that Germany
may lay down four more this summer, in which case
Britain would have fewer than Germany in 1912, and
in case the British Government should lay down four more
this summer than the present programme calls for, Brit-
ain will, three years from now, have only three more than
Germany. German capacity for output is equal to that

ht:

Therefore if Germany gets the start, Britain may not be
able to overtake her.

Sir Edward Grey hardly contradicts these statements.
Rather he began the substantial part of his impressive
speech with the statement that the German programme
“creates a new situation for this coumntry.” Then he
added these striking words:—“When that programme is
“completed, Germany, a great country close to our own
“shores, will have a fleet of thirty-eight Dreadnoughts.
“That fleet will be the most powerful which the world
“has ever seen.” The conclusion was obvious:—"In or-
“der to meet that fleet, we shall have to build a new
“fleet of our own, more powerful than we have ever yet
“built.”

Sir Bdward Grey assured the House that the relations
of Britain with Germany were in every way satisfactory.
He has the strongest assurance from Berlin that the
German programme has no reference to England. If
England bullt a hundred Dreadnoughts, Germany would
build no more ships than her programme provided, and
she would not reduce the programme if Britain stopped
bullding. But while accepting this statement, Sir Ed-
ward Grey says plainly:—“Our expenditure is and must
“be dependent upon the German, though the German is
“not dependent upon ours.” Britain must keep the su-
perior position. That is the law of her defence. It is
understood in Germany as well as in England, and Ger-
many is not supposed to resent it any more than Britain
resents the vastly larger land force of Germany.
Nevertheless the Foreign Minister admits that this
mutual strengthening of fleets causes great apprehension
in both countries. These apprehensions might, as he
thinks, be removed by an arrangement not to continue
this competition. But Sir Edward pomnts out that any
such arrangement must always contemplate a superior
British navy. For if the German navy were equal to
that of Britain, and the armies remain as they are, the
independence and the very existence of Great Britain
would be at stake. Such is the declaration of the British
Secretary for Foreign Affairs. The British Government
has assurances that Germany does not intend to place
more than thirteen Dreadnoughts in commission before
the end of 1912. Sir Edward Grey holds that Britain can
have twenty-six ships of that class ready by April 1913,
thus doubling the present German proposition. But it is
not proposed to go so far unless some emergency arises.
The demand for disarmament, or at least for a check in
martial preparations is approved by Sir BEdward Grey. He
went far in gloomy reflections on the present course of
events, which threatened to bring national bankruptcy
and “‘submerged civilization.” The whole of Europe is
thus “in the presence of a great danger.”

“But,” continued the Minister, “no country alone can
“save that. If we alone among the Great Powers gave
“up the competition and sank into a position of inferior-
“ity, what good should we do? None whatever. No good
“to ourselves, because we cannot realize great ideals of
“social reform at home when we are holding our exis-
“tence at the mercy, the caprice if you like, of another
‘nation. That is not feasible. If we fall into a position
‘of inferigrity our self-respect is gone, and it removes
‘that enterprise which is essential both to the material
“success of industry and to the carrying out of great
“ideals, and you fall into a state of apathy.

“We should cease to count for anything amongst the
“nations of Europe, and we should be fortunate if our
“liberty was left and we did not become the comscript
“appendage of some stronger Power. THat is a brutal
“way of stating the case, but 1‘5 the truth. It is dis-
“agreeable that it should be so, but in matters like this I
“know of no safe way except to look at what is disagree-
“able frankly in the face, and to state it, iIf necessary, in
“its crudest form.”
