Thise facts were made abundantiy plain by Hon. J. D. Hasen yester:
day in an interview granted to The Mtandard, The Minister of Marine
and Fisheries, who reached the oity on Sunday, is in excellent health and
spirits and is being warmly greeted vy many friehds and admirers here.

Reasons for such
an extension are as vogent now a# ut any time sinve the outbreak of war;

time but=—if the Idberals’ show a disposition to force a fight on the Cov
ornment they will not hesitate to aceept the challenge. It, will net be,

attention of the people.

Asked ap to the possibility of a ganornl election, Mr. Hasen sald it
was altogether Mkely that Parlfament would be called in January for the
transaction of business, and, he contiiued: "“Ag this war arose out of trea
ties and understandings as¢ to which the Canadian CGovernment had never
been consulted, and in which it had taken no part, the administration had
received no mandate to participate in the war, Notwithstanding this, the
Prime Minister, on August 1st, 1014, cabled the British government to the
following effect:

“‘My advisers, while expressing their most earnest hope that
‘penceful solution of existing international diffoulties may be achievs
‘od and their strong desire to co-operate in every possible way for that
‘purpose, wish me to convey to His Majesty's government the firm as
‘surance that, if, unhappily, war-shoild ensue, the Canadian pebple will
‘be united 1n & common resolve to put forth every effort and to make
‘gvery sacrifice necessary to insure the integrity and maintain the
‘honor of our Empire.’

“1f oconstitutional considerations alone had been taken into aceount it
would have been proper for the Government of Canads, immediately, upon
the outbreak of war, to have dissolved Parllament and to have appesled to

o people for a mandate as to the part Canada should take,
( OTHER CONSIDERATIONS.

“There were, however, other considerations. The leaders of the Lib:
oral party had pledsed themselves publicly, both before and during the
emergency session of 1914, to support the Government in ite poliey, and the
publie opindon of the country had expressed itself strongly end even ve
hemently in support of the Government's action. The organisation and
equipment of the large body of troops {umedistely dispatehed, demanded
all the time and enersgies of the Government, To put these considerations
aside snd divide the people in & political contest would hiave been regarded
as highly undesirable and even unpatriotic,

“Puring the late sutummn of 1014 and especially during the spring of
19015 it hecame apparent that the task of the Allled nations was miuech fiore
formidable than at first realized and that the war would last longer than
snticipated, Many suggestions were made to the Government both for and
against an election, The grest bedy of publle opinion seemed opposed o
an slection during the war, and an example of many such expressions of
opinfon 18 conveyed in the language of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, who, on May
21st, 1916, said;

Steady Fighting In France.

All alotg the battle line in France,
between the Bomme and Aticre rivers,
the Germats are tenaclously disputing
attempts by the British and French
to galn further ground. Berlin says
that in Bunday's fieliting over a front
of 12 mileg the French and British
suftered heavy losses and won toth-
ing, except a local galn in the Bt
Plerte Vaast Wood. Londoh admits
