BATTLE OF THE BOYNE.

——— —

It was not Won by Irish Protestanta

To the Editor of TuE Poxt:

Sir.—The Orange party in Ireland are con-
stantly vaporing Ebout tke Dattle of the Boyne;
Lord Derby, expatinting on the merits and
clvims of the Irish Protestants, once aaid :—

i« Thess are the men who, at the battle of
the Boyne, vindicated the freedom of I(_rglnnf!l
and the rights of the Protestant_religion,
Let us see, then, what share the Irish Pro-
tostants really had in this famous battle. The
army by which it was won is thus described
by Lord Macaulay in his moat characteristic
manner :— .

« William had under his command near
36,000 men bora in ruany lands, and speaking
many tongues. Scarcely ome Protestant
church, searcely one Protesiant nation, was
unrepresented in the army which a strange
geries cf eveata had brought to fight for the
Protestant religion in the remotest island of
the west. About half the troops were nativea
of England, Ormond was there with the Life
(iuarde, and Oxford with the Blues. Sir
John Lanier, an officer wno hacl_ acquired
military experience on t_he _Contment, and
whose pradence was held in high esteem, was
at the head of tho Queea's Regiment of
Horse, nov the 1st Dragaon Guarda, There
wore Beazment's foot, who had, in defence
of the randute of James, 1efused to M_lnmf
Irish Papists among them, aud laatings
foot, who haa on the disastrona day of Killi-
crapkie, mointained the militmry reputasion
of the Saxon race. There were two
Tangier battaliors, hitherto known only by
deeds of violence and rapine, but destined to
vegin on the following@morning » long career
of glorv. Two tine Eoglish regiments, which
had been in the service of the States Giencral,
and had often locked death in the fuce under
William's leadiug, followed him in this cam-
not ouly as their Gooperal, but as their

paign,

pative king. They wnow rank as the
fifth end sixth of the line, The tormer
was led by au officer who had mo

Forcenturies of Saxon
domioatior had not cffaced the recollections
of the vicience and cruclty of the Scun-
dipavian sca  kinga; ond an ancient
prophecy that tho Denes woula ome day
dastroy the children of the soil was still re-
peated with superstitious horror, Among
foreign auxiliaries were o Brandenberg regi-
ment and & FPinland regiment. Buat io
thut pree: array so varionsly composed were
two Lodies f men animsted bya spirit pe-
caliarly fizrce and implacable, the Huguenots
af Irance, thirsting for the bloed of tho
Irench, and the Eunglishry of lreland, im-
patient to ‘rample down the lrish,
. . . . Allthebold epirits of the uncon-
quersble cclony hsd repaired to William’s
camp, Mitcholburne was_there, with the
stubborn defenders of Londonderry and
Wolseley, with the warriors who lad raised
tho unanimous shout of ** Advance [” on' the
day of Newtor Butler. Sir Albert Conyngham,
the apcester of the nchle family whose soat
now overlooks the field of battle, had brought
from . the neighborhood of Lough Erne a
regiment of dragoons, which atill glories in
the name of Iiunigkillen, and which has
proved on the shores of the Euxine that it
has pot degenerated since the day of the
Boyne.”’ —Macaulay's Works, Vol. 3, p. 289.
n round numbers, less than one-cighth
of the victorious army was componed
ot Irish - Protestants, But it may be
eanid they were foremost in the deci-
give hattle for the cause which was pre-
eminently their own. Unluckily, they were
not. William crossed the river with the
English troops not far from Drogheda. The
Irish Protestants formed part qf the centre
-under Schomberg, who were to.dover the pas-
sage of the fords of Oldbridge. The his-
torian adds: ** Schomberg gave the word.
*Solmes’ Blues (Dutch) were the firet to move.
They marched gallantly with drums beating
to the bank of the Boyne. Then the drums
stopped, ond the men, ten abreast, descended
into tbe water ; next plunged Londonderry
and Enniskillen,”

It would seem that Londonderry found
the water too cold or the fire too hot, for
Old Walker, their new hiehor, roshed
into the river to animete his townsmen,

and was killed in the act of calling on
them to behave like men. The Eopnit-
killeners got acrosa afier the Daich Blues
snd the French Huguenots, but hardly
in an active, effective, or collected O?Bdl
tion. ** It was loog remembered.” continuea
the historism, *'among the Protestants of
Ulster thatin the midstof the tumak Wiliam
rode to the hesd of the Enniskilleners,
€\Vhat will you do for me ¥ he cried.” 1hix,
by the way, sounds as if they had mot yet
done much, ** He wasnot immediatoly recog-
nized," adds Lord Macaulay, **and onetroop-
er, taking him for an enemy, was about to
fire. William gently put sside the carbize,
* What,’ eaid he, *do you not knmow your
feiend? ¢It is WHis Majeaty,’ said the
Colonel. The ranks of sturdy Protestant
yeomen set up a shout of joy. ‘Uentlomen,
said Willlam, ‘you shall bs my guswds
to-day. 1 bave heard much of yon.
Let me see something cf you. He
did see something of them whick
turned cut to be rather different from what
he had heard. * The Irish cavalry made their
last stand at s houss called Plottin Caatle,
about a mile and a half south of Oldbridge.
There the Eoniskilleners were .epulsed
with the loss of fifty men, and were hotly
pursued, till William rallied themn and
tarned the chase back.™ This wu_the _aole
check or repulte sustained by the victotlous
army after the passage of the river, 8o that,
all thiogs considered, the Irish Protestunta
have ahot as much claim or titlo to the battle
of the Boyne aa les braves Belges to the buttle
of Waterloo.

THE KNIGHTS AND THE LAND.

A Chanece for Organized Labor ta Grapple
with Capitat {u Preserving the Fuablle
Domaln—Favors to Land Grabhers,

—_————

WasHINGTON, May 14, 1956.—The Knights
of Labor are uzing quite freely the right of
petition by aending to Congress petitions for
or againat the passage of bills of various kinds.
Such petitionacome 1udaily,somztimes w dozen
urthirty orforty in aday, In oneday seventy
eight such papers were received ia the Senate,
duplicates going also to the House. Recently
Senator Cameron offered 130 such petitions
and memorials within three days from
Kuighta of Labor assemblies in Pennaylvanis

alone. The objects petitioned for are
varions, There have been, for imtam_:e.
petitions against the wuse of convict

1.to: on government works, for the prohibi-
tion of Chinese emigration, for the enforce-
ment of the Eight Hour law in every depart-
ment of the government, for the passage of
the Hennepin Canal bill, for the increase of
wagea at the Government Printing Otlice, for
the opening of Oklahomsa to settlement,
agwinet the passage of the Free Ship bill and
againat the repeal of the Compulsory Pilot
law.

The movements and wishes of the Knighta
of Labor are attentively atudied by Repre-
sentativea and Senators, who are perfectly
conscious that a greal organization ot labor ia
an irresiatible power, if these associated kuow
what they want and are just and precise in
their demands. Every Kuight of Labor has
a vote. If they unite on a policy, and if this
policy is reasonable and just, Congressmen
know very well that the demands of suchan
organization must have their attention.

COMBINED ACTION ESSENTIAL.

The hope of many Representativez and
Senutors is that the lsbor movement will
** blow over ;" that it will spend its strengthin
trifles, and when these see how various and
incongrucus are the objects petitioned for by
the Kuighta of Labor they belicve their hopes
weil founded. *These labor organizaticns
don't know what they waot,” suid a
Sepator to your corrcspondent. Qae
can ses by their petitions that tiey ure
gimply used by men who have isflucnce
with the Ianbor leaders, and who get =2
petition circulated from headquarters to the
ditfercnt wssemblier, signed and sent lhere
without thought an< in the merest perfunctory
way. I remembera Mexicun traveller saying
that if the {i=as in a place where he slept had
oll pulled one way they could have casily

ulled him out of bed,  As it was thev only

ept him awake and aunoyed him, That's
about what these Jalar ergauizations will re-
complish until they settle down on some
definite object, and I don's tee any signe of
their doiog that."”

Therc is some truth in thia Scnator's re-
mark, and it deserves the atteation of the
Knights of Labor assemblies. They lose
influence by their petitions for ntmeroua und
somotimes dizcordant objects. Ifthey wieh,as
nn organization, to affect legislation they will
havo to settle upon a well defined nud simple
policy, and uniting on that rcfueo wbsolutely
to sign or favor petitions for subsidiary
matters.

WUAT THE KENIGHTS CAN EFFECT.

There is one reform, of the greatest and
moat immediate importonce to all Americans
wage workers, which can be carried at this
session it the Knights of Labor will demand
it with the united voice of their whole organi-
zation, and which iz liksly to bs defeated, or
at lenst delayed, unless the organizad lubor
force of the country sternly cnlla forit. This
is the thorough reform of long existing abuses
in the public land system, by which the pub-
lic domain, tho heritage of the people, has
been for many ycars shamefully wasted for
the benefit of corporations nnd land grabbers
of many kiands,

Bills are now betore the House uwaiting ita
action which, if they cap all bscome lawn ut
this session, will recleim to the public domuin
more than a hundred million acres of land, to
be added to the small remnant of fifty milliona
of arable acres which remain after years a
rampant and unchecked land grabbing.
These measures will alao repeal iniquitious
laws favoring land grabbing, and eflectually
hold hereafter all the public domain for home-
steads for the homeless-—free homes for those
who are tirod of working for wages and pre-
fer independence on the land for themselves
and their children,

ORGANIZED LADBOR AND CAPITAL.

The Knights of Lakor shounld know that
ngainst the passage of these necessary and
jnat measures bundreds of millions of organized
capital are arrayed, = Skilful lawyers, in and
out of Congress, are alert to devise means to
defeat this series of bills by delay, by smend-
ments making them inoperative, by all man-
ner ot adroit and cunsning devices and appeals.
If it is true that *organized labor' wants
a tussle with organized capital, here is the
place, sud the time ia ripe, ior this struggle.
Let the Kaoights of Labor all over the country
fix their eyea on Congrees, Let them demand,
as & body, with one voice, and that o voice as
menacing as they choose to make it, that
Congress shall fnot trifle with this land ques-
tion ; that the Senate shall not, by cunuing
smendments or Dy adroit delays, cause land
bills to tail which have been or may be passed
by the House.

hundred milliors of acres to the public
domain, now wrongfully claimed by corpora.

1lepress has for some months exposed the
groas abusae of the land system, growing in
large part out of bad laws, some of them
tramed by land grabhure, and in large part
out of the neglect or refusal of Congress to
hold corporations to the fulfilment ot their
agreemeats.

Here is n case now before the Senate which
will show by only a single instance out of a
great many how great and almest incredible
thege abuses are and how atrongly intrenched
they are in Congress, and particularly in the
Senate. It 1s the story of eight million acrea
of land in the heart of the Southern States
locked op from settlement for thirty years to
favor defanct corporations and not yet re-
deemed.

In the year 1550 Congress granted to scv
eral Southera Sgates for the construction of
eight railroads eight miliion acres of land,
That is thirty years agn. Not one of the
roads hag been built,  Qaly one of them hca
ever hid even a spade stuck in the grouni,
and that ouly withia the lnat two yeara. Yzt
these ¢ight million acres of land have been
religioualy ' reservad” ever since 1856 by
the Interior Departmzut aud Congress,
and denicd to settlars  for honicstends,
In peace ond in war alike theae eight
million acres have been hung up, aud go
sacred are the righta of even imnginary and
speculative corgorationy against the people
that Congress has heen repeatedly importined,
in vain, to relura these eight million acres to
tho public domaia.-

If the Koichts of Labor want to show their
icflueea and power, let them bring thelr
guas &y buar on this shameless hasingss, and
zhnw the Senate that there is an organized
public opiznion which demands lend rveform
aud will sos be denied.
