Tas Morxons.—The Mormons, according to their
own consus are decreasing in Utab. In 1856 they
pumbered 38,000, in 1857 only 31,022, and in 1858
only nbout 30,00C. They claim, however, thug they
aro incressing in the country _n.t_lm-!;e, p.nd in the
world, and they ascribe the diminution in Utah to
iemporary cuuses nnd absences. It is not geanerally
ynown that thore are more Mormons outside of Utah
than in 1t. Less than one-third of ther regide in the
territory, though the congregations elsewhere are
"constantly sending on fresh recruits to Salt Lake
Gity. Itis computed tkat there are 32,000 in Great
Zritain and_Ircland, snd 7,000 on the continent of
Europe, besides some 5,000 in Qu.nnds, 4000 -in Cali-
fornis, and several thousand in the Eastern States
and South America. Altogether they number 120,-
000. Utsh is the only place where they practice
polygamy and ecarry out t]gei_r-theo:ies_ ql‘ civil go-
rernment a3 well as of religion, and. it is the. only
place where they do not increase. This- would seemn
‘o warraut the inferénce that they will never attain
that permapent and independent existence wl_ngh
{hey covet. So long as they are surrounded by civil-
ised communities, of which tliey form but & small

art, and are restraived by their laws and customs,
ihey can maintain ground &6 one out of geveral sects.
Bot when they are isolated in o separate community,
and give their doctrines full swing they are continu-
ally losing ndherents, who have become diagusted
and the aggregate of their losses is more than the
accession of new converts. This fact, talfen in cen-
pection with the very considerable * Gentile popula-
tion now settled in Utah, and continually increasing
warranls the expectation that their power in the
werritory will gradually and peaceable dwindle awny
by the operation of natural causes and that in the
future State to arise there, they will only be a cow-
ponent, and not a controlling element.

We cut ‘the following from.an elaborate paper upon
suicido, i%a causes and preventives, by Harriet Mur-
tinean, which has Iately been,published in Edgland -
and the United States:—* Insanity, and particular
forms of insanity, are -hereditary. The practice ot
guicide goes down through suceessive generations,
ag'we all know familiarly by the evidence given- st
‘coroners’ inqueésts. Qut of this fact arises a clear
and stringent duty in the matter of forming o mar-
riage connection. But there is one point especially
on which the evidence is so plain, snd the conse-
quences of transgression are o0 fearful to the parties
‘concerned, and so injurious to society, that nothing
but ignorance, an excuse for the commonness of the
offence. The inter-marringe of bloed-relutions will
herenfter be regarded as a barbaric erime, like some
of the gross praatices which we read of in ancient
tinies nnd in foreign conntries far behind us in civili-
sation.
