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23. The Company shall be governed by sub section (f) of the hereinbefore
recited agecemert, and eaäh bond fide squatter who lias continuously occupied adI.
imp-oveJ any of the lands within the tract of land to bc àcquired by tho company
from the Dominion Governme'nt for a period of one year prior to the first day of
January, 1883, shall be entitled to a grant of the freehold of the surfate rights of the
said squatted land, tô the eitent of 160 acres to each squatter, at the rate of one dollar
an acre.

24. The Company shall, at all times, sell coals gotten from the lands that may
be acquifed' by them froôn the Dominion Government to any Canadian railway com-
pany having' thd terminus qf ite railway on the seaboud of British Columbia, and to
the imperial, Dominion and Provincial authorities, at the same rates as may be
charod to any railway cômpany owning or operating any railway in the United
States, or to any foreign custurbier whatsoever.

25. All lands acquired by the company from the Dominion Government under
this Act, coûtaining belts of titmber fit for milling purposes, shall be sold at a price
fdbe hereafter fixed by the Government of the Dominion, or by the company hereby
incòrporated.

26. The existing rights (if any) of any persons or corporations in any of the
lande so to be acquired by the company, shall not be affected by this Act, nor shalt
it af9ect military or naval reserves.

27. The said Esquimalt an4 Nanaino Railway Company shall b bound by any
contract or agreement for th«cônstruction of the railway from>v Esquimalt to Nanaino,
which sh ail be entered into by and between the persons so to be incorporated as afore-
said, and Hler Majesty, represerited by the Minister of Rail*ays and Canals, and shall
be entitled to the full benefit of such contract or agreement, which shall be construed
and operated in like manner as if such company had been a party thoreto in lieu of
euch persons, and the document had been duly executed by such company under theiir
corporate seal.

28. The railways to be constructed by the company in pursuance of this Act,
shall'e the property of the campany.

29. The Art of 1883, chapter 14, intituled: " An Act relating to the Island Railway,
the Graving Dock and the Railway Lands of the Province,"' is hereby repealed.
