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VIII. If the master gives such answers as shall be satisfactory to the Quaran-
tine officer a clean Bill of health shall be granted by him to such vessel ; but
if such answers be not satisfactory, or if tlere is reason to believe that the
master is answering such questions falsely, or bas misrepresented the facts, or
concealed any information, or if the Quarantine officer has reason to anticipate
danger to the public health, such Quarantine officer shall report the facts of the
case to the Department of Agriculture at the City of Ottawa, and the winister
of Agriculture may direct that the vessel shall be sent to any one of the regular
Quarantine Stations, or the Quarintine officer may use the vessel itself for pur-
poses of Quaranting and as a Quarantine depot when the Medical Attendant
shall certify that it is unnecessary te remove the passengers, crew or cargo
from the vessel, and in such latter case the Medical fees shall be payable by
the master of the vessel as provided by the tenth section hereof.

IX. In every case in which the Quarantine officer may find or ascertain thab
any death from contagious disease has taken place during the passage or that
there hasbeen or is any contagious or infectious disease snch as Asiatic Cholera,
fever, small pox, scarlatina, measles, or other dicease of a like kind, he shall
forthwith employ a medical attendant, if in the opinion of sych Quarantine
officer the same is requisite and desu‘lble, and such- Quarantine officer shall
forthwith telegraph or transmit to the Department of Agmcultme at the City
of Ottawa a report of the facts, and shall act upon such instructions as he may
receive in respect thereto.

X. The Quarantine oflicer may pay the medical ‘Ltmumnt employcd by hm1
for each visit which jn his opinion shall be requisite, a reasonable compensa-
tion not to exceed the sum of four dollars and the aggregate amount of medical
fees so payable in such respect shall be refunded and paid by the master ot the
vessel to the Qumantme officer and no clearance shall be given to theship
until ‘such fees have been paid. But such fees as aforesaid shall not be
required or exacted in cases where the vessel -hay procecded to a regular
Quarantine Station.

XT. A vessel sball have the right, Lefore breaking bulk, to put to sea in

- X1II. Masters of vessels, whether liable to Quarantme or.not’ shall come
to when hailed by a Quarantine officer or any person thereunto deputed: by‘

XIII. The Collector of Customs of each and every port of Canada, except
the regular Quarantine Stations of Quebec, Halifax and St. John, New-Bruns-
wick and any other Regnlar Quarantine Station which may: hereafter be
established by Proclamablon of the Governor General, is heéreby authorized -
to act as a Quarantine officer, under the provisions of these Recruhtlons, and

X1V. Any person contravening any Reculatmn hereby m‘mde shall be hable _
to a penalty not exceeding four hundled dollwrs inany case, and’ the offender .
