Naturally enough, most attention tion. Since we have not sufficient
space to publish all this commentary 
in detail, we propose to summarize 
the main points bi ought forth on the 
negative side of the discussion this 
week, so that they may he weighed 
in the balance against Mr. Dearden's 
views.

The suggestion contained in last 
week’s editorial that we should con­
centrate primarily on making a 
complete success of our existing 
sports has met with unanimous agree 
ment. This, however, is not consid­
ered to have a direct bearing on the 
pros and cons of American football, 
so wo will pass on to other points.
A major argument is the large capi­
tal outlay for equipment necessary 
for the American game, with no ap­
preciable Increase in gate receipts 
to offset, this, and with too short a 
season to justify such expense. Some 
expressed reluctance to take up the 
new game until it is accepted by the 
Maritime Union, and organized com­
petition is possible with other Mari 
time universities. It was also ar­
gued that a simultaneous change­
over on the part of the high schools 
would be necessary. Then the high­
er rate of player injuries in the 
American game was stressed. An­
other point was that the maximum 
possible daily practice session of 
one hour would scarcely be sufficient 
to develop a smooth working team 
Most agreed that football( if well I 
played, could be a good game from 
the spectators’ angle, but unless the 
precision of play were virtually per­
fect the results would be disastrous. 
Probably the most convincing argu­
ment. for the negative was advanced 
by a man who has studied both 
rugby and football under varying 
conditions in Canada, in the United 
States and in Britain. He claims 
very emphatically that football is a 
game of “pinch-hitters”, where only 
the specialist makes the pass or car­
ries the ball, whereas rugger pro­
vides more opportunity for initia­
tive on the part of all the players

In this weekend’s main featuie at 
the gym, Aroostook State Normal 
School will provide the basketball 
opposition for our Senior Varsity 
squad.
