A Court of Inquiry into this accident has also been convened
under the Presidency of Squadron Leader M Brown (C1267) of 3.Training.Command,
and composed of Flight Lieutenant W.M. Smith (C923) and F/0 H. J’ c Russell, both
of thiawStation.
