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I am much interested in your plan of organizing a 
children’s hospital for the treatment of tubercular ostéites 
in children. I am decidedly of the opinion that pure air and 
sunlight are especially efficacious in the treatment of that 
class of cases. I am positive that a hospital with proper air 
space and sunlight would be more advantageous to such 
children than the ordinary wards of a hospital. This is not 
theory alone but has been demonstrated by our experience at 
the Children’s Hospital here in Boston. We have a country 
branch and a ly branch, and the children are sent to the 
country brat 1 as soon as they are able to be moved, and the 
benefit of e change, (although our Children’s Hospital is 
better li l and ventilated than is often the case in hos­
pitals in a city,) is unmistakable and has been demonstrated 
after many years experience.
