Christopher House, in Toronto, was organ­
ized in July, 1912, and in the fall of 1914 had 
an enrolled, regularly attending membership 
of 075, and is in touch with nearly as many 
more. Chalmers House, in Montreal, was 
organized in November, 1914, and has grown 
even more rapidly. The work in both places 
is very badly housed, and in serious need of 
more space. Robertson Memorial Institute, 
Winni[M‘g, was taken over by the Board, and 
reorganized in the summer of 1914. It has a 
fine new building and a remarkable oppor­
tunity for w'ork in its neighborhood.
