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amid the acclamations of the faithful. The most illustri­
ous churchmen, the most honoured members of society, 
men equally distinguished for knowledge and virtue, give 
their whole attention during the time of these Congresses, 
to the Holy Eucharist, that by their united efforts, they 
may devis: and bring to a successful issue, every means 
of glorifying It and extending in every direction Its be­
neficent influence.

The magnificent display of faith crowing the work of 
each Congress makes a veritable era of spiritual conquest

for Christ, announcing and preparing His reign who has 
received in heritage all the nations of the earth. Such is 
the first mission of the Congress, and thus far the results 
in this respect have surpassed the hopes of the promoters.

Secondly, in pointing to the Eucharist as the source 
and fountain head of all Christian life, they work out the 
regeneration of society, applying to the evils menacing it 
their sole antidote, the Eucharistic food. Herein, we see 
the divine inspiration and the opportuneness of these au­
gust assemblies.
