Five Million Britons Fighting.
e
Lord Curzon, a member of the British
War Cabinet, last week made the state-
ment that Great Britain had given no
less than 7,000,000 men to the war, and
that there were to-day fully 5,000,000
Britons in the fighting forces on all the
fronts. These figures are thought to in-
clude the men in the navy, and they are
held to indicate that there are no troops
in the British Isles to-day save the men
on leave and the men in the depots.
There is no such thing as a reserve army
in Great Britain awaiting eventualities,
though there must be by this time many
hundreds of thousands of American
troops in the different training camps
throughout the country. Even the nam-
ing over of these enormous figures of the
British forces in actual fighting, with
the accompanying thought that with
them goes British pluck and endurance
and hard-headed endurance to be beaten,
is full of encouragement. And to think
at all of the total, and to compare it with
—the total population from which it is
drawn, is to bring home to ousselv@s with
tremendous force the debt of gratitude
that the world will always owe to the
right little tight little islands that so
nobly stepped into the breach in the
great struggle and kept their places
there.

Thé Terrible Reality.

Dr. Wm. White, of Woodstock, re’
cently returned from France, expresscs
the opinion that many peeple in Canada
are not yet fully alive to the real mean-
ing of the war and to what the result
would be if Germany were allowed to
win. And there is much evidence to be
found in support of such aview.® Ina
general way we all know that a German
victory would be a terrible calamity; but
many of us know just as well that some
time or other we must die. We would
not think of disputing the fact that we
must die; yet we live and act as if the
certainty of death were 2 matter of no
present importance to us. In France
they understand the meaning of the war
in a different way. - To them it is a ter-
rible reality.

And yet it must not be forgotten that
if there are many Canadians who seem
indifferent, or who leave the impression
that they are more interested in their
own affairs than they are in the fate of
civilization and the future of their own
country. Canada as a whole has done
magnificently, has done, indeed, the
things that a few years ago would have
been regarded as impossible. And there
is no reason to doubt that she is fte-
pared to do still greater things yet if
greater things are required for the win-
ning of the war.—Woodstock Sentinel
Review.

Leniency Toward Deserters.

An extra of the Canada Gazette, is-
sued at 7 o'clock Saturday evening, con-
tains a proclamation removing deserters
and absentees under the Military Service
Act from liability to punishment if they
report for duty between now and August
24. Itis recognized that many men
who failed to report because of lack cf
understanding of the act, will be glad
and willing to do so if a period of grace
is allowed. Men who are still classed as
deserters and absentees subsequently to
August 24 will, the proclamation statcs,
“be pursued and punished with all the
rigor and severity of the law, subject to
the judgements of our courts-martisl,
which will be convened to try such cases
and other cempetent tribunals.”
