It is a 
barbarous remedy at best, and ought never 
to be resotted to until other measures have 
Indisputably failed. A feeble Government 
Wahid fly eagerly to coercion, a strong one, 
With a cool head and collected judgment, 
would just let it alone. The members for 
Birmingham are right if they have but staved 
off the demand till the country has had time 
to recover Its Judical calmness, and they will 
have earned the since rest thanks of every 
lover of liberty. Lawlessness in Ireland must 
be put down, crime must be traced out and 
punished ; but all this we hope and believe 
can be done without poi-g back to the clumsy 
expedient of brut- i.,iee, and forfeiting the 
liberties of the whole community in order to 
deal with the wickedness of a few.

He considered 
that autonomy was as good for Kurds as for 
Bulgarians, Armenians and Albanians. He 
knew he was able to help them to secure it 
without begging assistance from any foreign 
power. He had a small supply of breech­
loaders, gathered up from the debris of the 
Turkish arms in Armenia, and the Persians 
had none. He was shrewd enough to culti­
vate friendly relations with the American mis­
sionaries for the sake of their connection with 
British consuls. He asked for a profession­
al visit from their medical missionary. He 
returned them two or three horses which his 
subjects had stolen. He assured them of 
bis purpose to rule with an impartial hand 
as between Moslems and Christians, and the 
Christians near him testify that of late years 
he has treated them well, though it is only 
about fifteen years ago he pulled down one of 
their ancient churches to build a mosque on 
the site. The Neatorian Archbishop residing 
near him, a timid man, is greatly overawed 
by him, and is always afraid the Shiek may 
find some provocation for taming bis ireful 
despotic power against him. For Shiek Ab­
dullah is a stern ruler, and certainly has some 
ideas of justice and right government quite 
foreign to Turkish and Persian courts of jus­
tice. He at one time cut off the head of one 
of his subordinates who was found *o have 
taken a bribe. In personal appearance he is 
dignified and pleasing, and foreigners who 
have visited him have found him very agree­
able and communicative. And, apart from 
the man and his aims, the establishment of 
an independent and powerful Kurdish state 
is a matter that will attract deep attention in 
Europe. Its bearings upon the Christian 
populations that will fall within its borders 
are of a very serious nature. It is a new East­
ern question of scarcely less importance than 
the one that has so long engaged European 
attention.

A Girl of Thirteen Compelled to Marry» 
Man of Fifty, who Murders Her.

In May last, at Cranberry Brook, N..J., 
James H Grover married Jemima Chambers, 
aged thirteen years. She protested against 
beiug married to him, as he was verging on 
fifty ; .but her mother insisted on her union 
with Grover, as he had money and a comfort­
able home, while she (the mother) could not 
support her.

For a few months the child-wife and her
middle-aged husband lived happily on Grover’s 
place at Cranberry Brook. The poiBkm
which Grover had received, it is said, he lav­
ished upon his wife until it was exhausted. 
It is alleged^hat then Grover began to treat 
his wife harshly. On Saturday Inst he beat 
her, and in terror she fled to her mother’s 
home, which is near Pine Brook.

Accompanied by two relatives, Mrs. Grover 
went to her husband’s house at Cranberry 

obtain her clothes. At the door 
trio, and, addressing his wife, 

said, “ Come in ; you shall have them all." 
Grover fell to packing up her effects, and at 

time said, •• Jemmie, I am awful jealous 
of you, because I love you, and because I love 
von yr.u can have everything worth anything 
in the house.”

As Mrs. Grover and her two relatives were 
preparing to depart Grover exclaimed, 
“ Jemmie, come upjstairs ; there's something 
you forgot.” The unsuspecting girl fell into 
the trap which the husband had laid for 
her, and, following him, lightly tripped up the 
staircase. As she reached the top step she 
was confronted by her husband with a drawn 
revolver. Instantly, before she could turn, 
Grover fired. The ball struck her just below 
the right eye. She reeled and fell backward, 
and another shot was discharged, the ball 
crashing through |tho skull and embedding 
itself in the brain. The wounded girl fell 
headlong to the bottom of the staircase. A 
third shot went spinning by her, not taking

Rushing down stairs and over the prostrate 
body of bis wife, Grover escaped to the street. 
Medical aid was soon summoned, but Dr. 
Hunt said that fatal results would follow 
probing. An hour later Constable Robert 
Fay, of Eatontown, arrested Grover on the 
highway. When told that he was under ar­
rest Grover said, “ I expected it ; I only 
shot her for fun.” The prisoner was taken 
before his wife, who lay pale and suffering on 
a sofa. To a deposition made by the two rel­
atives who saw the shooting she feebly signed 
tier name. The paper was then read to 
Grover, and he said, " Yes, all right.” He 
betrayed no remorse. He was handcuffed and 
taken io the Freehold jail.

It is believed this evening that the girl can­
not live. She would have been thirteen years 
of age on the 18th inst. There is no doubt 
that Grover is demented.

The Entire Population of Several Vil- 
Starved to Death.

Captain C. L. Hooper, of the United States 
Revenue cutter Corioin, writes as follows :

St. Michael’s was left behind on the 23rd 
of June and a course made for St. Lawrence 
Island to investigate the wholesale starvation 
of the natives. We stopped off the first vil­
lage about midnight of June 25,
and found the village entirely de­
serted, with sleds, boat frames,
paddles, spears, bows and arrows, Ac., strewn 
in every direction. We found no dead bodies ; 
probably missed them in the faint twilight, as 
we subsequently learned at tho west end of 
the island that they had all died. From the 
number of houses, boats, Ac., wo estimated 
the number of those who had died to be about 
fifty. On the 26th we followed along tho 
north side of the island, examining the vil­
lages as we came to them. At Capo Siepermo 
we found tho village deserted, not a sign of 
life remaining. I counted fifty foot d 
bodies, and as these were nearly all full grown 
males there can be no doubt that many more 
died. The women and children doubtless 
died first and were buried. Most of those 
seen were just outside the village, with their 
sleds beside them, evidently having b.*n 
dragged out by the survivors, as they dud, 
until they, becoming too weak for further ex­
ertion, went into their houses and covering 
themselves with skins laid down and died. In 
many of the houses we saw from one 
to four dead bodies. One woman was 
found, face do* n, just outside the door of the 

. Probably one of the last survivoie, 
she had gone out to find relief from her ter­
rible sufferings, and, overcome by weakness, 
had fallen, and found that relief in death.
The body of a boy, of perhaps sixteen years of 
age, was found in the village, about half w 
down a small hill, he having fallen 
scended and died as he fell. I estimate the 
number of dead at this place at 150. About 
fifteen miles weal of Cape Siepermo we found 
another village almost entirely deserted.
Here wo saw twelve dead bodies, all full grown 
males. As at the other villages, tho women 
and children had probably been buried, as we 
saw none. The number of dead estimated at 
this place was thirty.

Winnipeg, Nov. 18.—The date of holding 
the local election for Winnipeg has been fixed 
for December 4th.

The Official Gazette issued last night a 
snmmcns to the Manitoba Legislature to meet 
in this city on December 16th jfor the dispatch 
of business, The house will probably sit a 
short time, and then adjourn. The Times 
assigns as a reason for the assembling of tbe 
representatives at this early date, that it is 
for the passage of legislation connected with 
the proposed extension of tho boundaries of 
the province, in order to enable a concurrent 
measure to be carried through the Dominion 
Parliament at its ensuing session.
