WHOLHSALE STARVATION.

The Entire Population of Several Vil-
lages Starved to Death. 3
Captain C. L. Hooper, of the United States
tevenue cutter Corioin, writes as follows :
8t. Michael's was lefs behind on the 28rd
of June and a course made for 8t. Lawrence
Ieland to investigate the wholesale starvation
of the natives. We stopped off the first vil-

lage about midnight of June 25, /;
and found the village entirely dé-
serted, with sleds, boat frames,

paddles, spears, bows and arrows, &c., strewn
in every direction. We found no dead bodies ;
probably missed them in the faint twilight, as
we subsequently learned at the west end of
the island that they had all died. From the
number of houses, boats, &e., we estimated
the number of those who had died to be about
fifty. On the 26th we followed along the
north side of the island, examining the vil-
lages as we came to them. At Capo Siepermo | i
we found the village deserted, not a sign of
life remaining. I counted fifty four, dead
bodies, and as these were nearly all full grown
males there oan be no doubt that many more
died.

The five vessels
were the Adriatic, Atlantic, Pacifie, Arctio
They were built aud equipped in
New York. Their dimensions were: Length,
290 feet ; beam, 45 feet ; depth of hold, 31}
feet; capacity, 2,860 tons ; machinery, 1,000
horse-power. In size, speedand appointments
they surpassed any steamers then afloat, and
they ebtained a fair share of the passenger
trafic. A fortune was expended in decorat-
ing the saloons. The entire cost of eash
steamer was not less than $600,000, and not-
withstanding their quick passages, the sub-
¢idy received and the high rates of freight
paid, the steamers ran for six years at great
loss, and finally the company beeame bank-

upt.
The Atlantiec was the pioneer steamship of
the line. She sailed from New York April 27,

making the passage in about thirteen days,
two of which were lost im repairing the ma-
chinery ; the speed was reduced in order to
prevent the floats from being torn from the

two westward trips in the early days of the
line was 11 days, 10 hours and 26 minutes,
against the average of the then so-called fast-
est line of steamers, 12 days, 19 hours and 26
minutes. In February, 1852, the Arctio made
the passage from New York to Liverpool in 9
days and 17 hours. The Arctic was afterward
run into by a French vessel at sea and only
a few of her passengers were saved. The Pa-
cific was never heard from after sailing from
Liverpool, and all the persons on board were
lost. The Atlantic, after rotting and rusting
at her wharf, was deprived of her machinery,
and converted into a sailing vessel, and was
broken up in New York last year. The Adri-
atio, the * queen of the fleet,” made less than
a half-dozen voyages, was sold to the Galway
G and is now used in the Western Is.

HOW INNUITS KILL BEARS.

These Indians live by hunting bears, moose,
wolves and reindeer and trap mink and foxes.
In the summer they hunt with guns ; in the
winter, when game eannot run fast on ac-
count of snow, the bow and arrow are used.
Black bears are killed with a knife or spear.
It is considered disgraceful to shoot them.
When an Indian meets & black bear, he ap-
proaches within a fow feet ; the bear stops,
faces him and rises on his haunches prepared
togive him & hug. The Indian then draws
his knife witn great deliberation, and-address-
ing the bear says, * I know you are not
afraid ; but neither am I. 1 am as brave as
you are.” Then advancing cautiously be im-
proves the first opportunity when bruin is off
his guard to give him a thrust with the knife
in a vital spot, and the savage has one more
deed of valor to boast of fo his friends, when
.they gather in their dance houses to
to-ah,” a oceremuny which consists of
