The Closing Down Caused
Small Shipments for
the Week.

Ore of Good Value Found
in Mine Development
Work.

The output of the Rossland mines for
the week is comsiderably below the
record of recent weeks, thie reason being
the closing down of the Rossland Great
Western mines, preceded by several days
on which the shipments from the proper-
ties were short on acccunt, of a short-
age in cars. The Le Roi’s output is only
abcut half its normal tonmage, while
the Le Roi No. 2 does not appear at all
in the list of shippers, nor did the Ross-
land Great Western mine produce any
ore for shipment. When thiese mines are
producing their normal output the eamn’s
tonnage will rise at a leap to its old pro-
portioms.

The Centre Star and War Eagle pro-
duced a few hundred tons over last
week’s total, and the Iron Mask’s out-
put was five times that of the previous
week.

At pres-
ent the public must seek safety from
the danger, which seems to be so pre-
valent, in using only those brands of
oream of tartar powders that are weil
known as pure and reliable, and refus-
ing to buy the low-priced so-called
“¢heap” goods.

LAKE M()UNTAIN ORE

STRIKES IN THE VICINITY OF
VIOLIN LAKE EXCITE
PROSPECTORS.

GRANBY SMELTER EXTENSION—
POSITION OF THE
CALIFORNIA.

A rich mineral strike has been made
on the summit of Lake mountain, near
Violin lake and within two miles of the
Crown Point mine, which promises to
be a most important factor in the fut-
ura history of the Rossland camp. A
ledge of bornite ore was encountered
over seven feet in width, and the lead
has been opened up at two points 400
feet apart. A picked specimen from
the ledge assayed yesterday ran $2,000,
the values being in gold and copper.

The facts of the strike got about yes-
terday and a number of prospectors
left for Lake mountain. Colonel Pey-
ton, the Spokane mining man, has
deputed a local man to stake a number
of claims on the ground, and the agent
is now putting these instructions into
effect.

A MENACE TO HEALTH.

Boards of Health Trying to Get Rid of |

the Alum Baking Powders.

The accomplished Professor of Chem-
istry of Princeton University, Prof. H.
B. Cornwall, in his report to the State
Board of Health, says that alum bak-
ing powders exert an injurious effect
upon digestion. Since this fact seems
to him to be well established he de-
nounces the use of alum baking pow-
ders in the preparation of food as alto-
gether objectionable.

Professor Barker of the University of
Pennsylvania says that the alum bak-
ing powders are decidedly injurious for
use in making food. “If,” he says, “the
wse by bakers of small quantities of al-
um to improve the appearance of their
bread be regarded as highly culpable,
how much more severely should we
reprobate the use of the much larger | 5&%

AT THE GRANBY SMELTER.
—_—

A. B. W. Hodges, superintendent of the
Granby smelter, was in the city yester-
day and will leave this afternoom for the
Boundary. Mr. Hodges states that the
work of adding to the plant at the smelt-
er is prcgressing rapidly. The new sam-
pler, to handle 1000 tons daily, has been
completied as far as the bauildings are
concerned and the machivery is now be-
ing installed. The foundations for all
the other buildings have been completed
and plant for them is arriving -daily.
Three carloads of the new stie€l ecmver-
ter building manufactured by:the Hamil-
ton Bridge company have been delivered
at the works: Throee cars of the converter
machinkry are also to hand, and- five
cars of mew smelter . machinery are
waiting to be set up. Work is under way
on a mammcth ore bin between the oid
and new samplers. These bins will hold
5000 tons of ore. Reflerring to the state-
ment emanating from one of the officials
of tihe Granby smelter that when these
additions to the plant were finished the
ccmmpany would handle 1000 tons of -ore
daily, Mr. Hodgles says: “That is.cor-
rect, but we will do better. Our daily
tonnage when everything is running
smoothly on the larger scale contemplated
will be not less than 1200 tons.

Jay P. Graves is now in Montreal on
business in ccnnection with thie Mioer-
Graves syndicate’s interests. While
there, as was stated by Mr. Graves on
his recent visit to Rossland, he will tmeet
the principal partfes inteiested in the
California property in this camp and slis-
cuss the situation with them. It will
then be determined whether operations
ion the property will be commenced this
summir or not. It is understcod that
Mr. Graves has finally arranged with the
new management of the Giant mine to
allow the latter to utilize the California
tunnel to approach théir ore bodies and
to utilize the compresscr plant. If ¢hiz
California starts work at an early date
this arrangement will not be affected,
as the owners will only require five drills
at most, and as the compressor is a ten-
drill affair the Giant can use the balance
of the power and effect a material saving
to both mines.

A SOLID AI)VANCE'

THE IRON MASK’S OUTPUT WILL
BE VERY GREATLY IN-
CREASED,

HOMESTAKE MAKES A NEAR AP-
PROACH TO THE SHIP-
PING STAGE.

Marked activity is being manifested in
the management «f the Iron Mask mine.
During the last few weeks the crew at
the property has been increased mater-
ially, in faet abmost doubled, and the
effect has been evidenced in the com-

‘| pany’s record as shippers. Two weeks
ago, and for several months prior 1o that,
the Iron Mask produced 20 tons per week
—me carload.

As g result of the programme of ac-
tivity inaugurated recently by Mr. Hall,
the superintendent, the output has been
growing by leaps and bounds. Last week
the Iron Mask shipped 100 tons, five ecar-
ioads, and this week the output will dou-
ble that and reach 200 tons. Next week
another advance of 50 t ms will be inade,
and the output will be held at the 250-
ton mark for an indefinite period if the
macagement’s plans are carried out.

While the tonnage does not approxi-
mate anything like the output of two
¢ three of the biggest mines in the
Rossland camp, the management of the
Iron Mask have the satistaction of know-
ing that their ore nets them considerably
more per ton than that of any of the
other mines with the exception df the
I. X. L., whose bonanza ore is hard to
excel on thle continent. With increasing
development the Iron Mask will doubtless
inerease its output from time to time,
and in the meantime it is nckeworthy
that one of the well known Red mountain
properties. is increasing something over
ten times the amount that it has shipped
since the first of the year at least.

——
THE HOMESTAKE,

A crew of ore sorters will go to werk
this morning at the Homestake mine,
this being the preliminary step toward
the commencement of shipments. The
men will sort on the platform erected
for that purpcSse north of the shaft
house. The cars to receive the sorted
product will be run into the siding, and
the handling of the output will thus be
expedited. Only a small crew of sorters
will go to work today, and the shipments
will nct be large on the start. The first
car load of ore will be sent out before
the end of the week, unless something
altogether unforeseen arises to interfere
with the arrangement. According to
Superintendent Sam W, Hall, the man-
agement expects to continue shipping
indefinitely.

The «re which is thus being shipped is
not from stopes. Drifting in the ore bodies
in. the mine is now under way, and as, the
materia] is extracted in this prospective
work it is boisted and sorted. Within a
couple of months, or bef:re cold weather
sets in, the merit of the property will
be demonstrated by the work under way,
and the management will thien decide on
the character and extent of the buildings
to be constructed for the mine.

Thé first shipment from the Hcimestake
will mark the returm of a new era of
prsperity to the south belt in the Ross-
land camp. Hitherto, with the possible
exception of the Crown Point, south belt
pcrperties have been unfortunate, but it
is by no means impossible thiat in view
of the success attentding the develop-
ment of the Homestake amd the experi-
ence gained in the operation of the north
belt mines as to depth and other geolo-
gica facts, work may be resumed with a
reascnable prospect of success in prop-
erties that have been standing idle for
many months, and in some instances
several years. The management of the
Homestake deserves the thanks of every
citizen of Rossland for the manner in
which they have persevered in the de-
velopment of the property, particularly
in view of the fact that at times the
cbstacles to be overcome have been very
great. Of course the method on which
the mine was operated was simply with
a view to attaining a certain business
end and no ingention of henefiting the
community at large, yet the latter end
has been attained on the general prin-
ciple that a mining company’s success
is the camp’s gain.

THE B. A. CORPORATION.

Mr. Justice Wright’s Remarks in Grant-
ing the Order.

The matter of thle British America
Corporation, Limited, came before. Mr.
Justice Wright, sitting as additional
Judge, in the Chancery Division on
Thursday, for hearing on several petit-
fons for the compulscry winding-up
order. The petition of Messrs. C. and
A. Paull was taken first, when after
arguments by counsel, his Lordship said,
according to his opinion, in law ke had
no cption but to make an order. It was
admitted that the corporation was in a
state of apparemt insolvency, although
it might under certain circumstances
have more than sufficient to pay its debts.
It possessed only £25,000 in cash in Van-
couver, and £157 in England. There
werle £302,000 admitted liabilities, and
part of these were speculative cr gamb
ling liabilities. Under these circumstan-
ces, the creditors had an absolute. right
against the company to a winding-up
order. It was clear to him that a volun-
tary winding-up was not sufficient, and
on that ground almost by . itself bz
thought there shculd be a compulsory
order. It was said thiat the affairs of
the company required the most searchimg
investigation, and the fullest enquiry

there was grieat force in that contention.
There had been prima facie the loss of
an encrmous sum of money, amnd it was
said, and with t probability, that
that loss bhad been the result, or part
5 the result, of the application of the
funds of the company in aid of the spec-

rectcrs, who were themselves interested
in the other companies. 1t
was also suggested that liabili-
ties of the London and Glohe
Corporaticn to the extent of half a mill-
ion had been taken over as the liabilities
of that company by the diiectors, and
it was evident that that required the

fullest investigation if there was any}

foundation in fact for it. Another ground
fer investigation was that the funds of
the corporation bad been lost in spec-
ulaticms of the most reckless character,
and it was said that the directors might
be made liable—whether on the ground
of negligence he-did not kncw—but he
could see another’greund which would
be more easy to prove. He was not
for a moment forming any cpinion ad-
verse to any of the gentlemen whose
names had been mentioned. That was
a matter for subsequent inquiry. Hav-
ing alluded to the attempt to make a
corner in certain shares, his Lordship
said there must be the usual compulscry
order, with' costs to all the petitioners.—
‘B. C. Review.
