Newfoundland, in common with the other 
Oversea Dominions, has pledged itself to assist the 
Mother Country with material help in the present 
"extremity.

This is to take the form of an increase of the 
Naval Reserve from Six Hundred to One Thous­
and men and the raising of a Regiment of Five - 
Hundred men for land service abroad, and the Col­
ony has further undertaken to assume the full cost 
of this contingent of Five Hundred men during 
the course of the war.

It is our duty and privilege, as loyal and patri­
otic citizens of the Empire, to voluntarily assist in 
supporting this movement, and to raise a fund for 
that purpose. . This Patriotic Fund will be applied 
primarily in making provision for the dependent 
relatives of those who undertake to fight the bat­
tles of the country and the Empire by land and sea 
and afterwards to such other objects connected 
therewith as may be deemed desirable.

The need is great and in the confident expec­
tation, that this appeal will evoke a prompt and 
generous response, we respectfully but strongly 
urge all who can, to give as liberally as possible to­
wards this most deserving object.

4*4 London, Aug. 29.—The Chronicle 

Boulogne correspondent sends the 
personal story of a wounded soldier 
who has arrived there and who de­
clared he was one of thirty survivors 
of a British company of 2,000, who 
were practically wiped out by the 
German artillery. His story follows:

“We were five solid days in the 
trenches and moved backwards and 
forwards with the varying tide of bat­
tle. It was about two o’clock in the 
morning when the end came.. Things 
had got quieter and our officers came 
along the line and told us to get some 
sleep. We were preparing to obey 
when a light or something else gave 
us away, and we found ourselves in 
an inferno of bullets. We could do 
nothing. Down upon us the shrapnel 
hailed and we fell by the score. 
Practically at the same t|me the 
enemy’s maxims opened fire. We were 
almost without shelter when we wrere 
caught and we crawled along in front 
to find , cover.

“Leave everything and retire, was 
the order, and we did what we could 
to obey. I do not know how long it 
lasted, but when dawn came I could 
not see more than thirty men left in 
the various sections of 
Thirty at the most was left out of 
about 2,000. I wandered away from 
the others, and eventually found my­
self with a single companion. That 
was the first time the German artil­
lery really got at Us. As a rule, their 
gun fire was mighty poor.”

In the above story the censor has 
deleted the name of the town near 
which this fighting occurred.

London, Aug. 31.—Sergeant Loftus, 
writing to his brother in England of 
the experiences of the British in the 
battle of Mons says:

"It came unexpectedly at a time 
when we had given up hope of seeing 
any Germans. Just after reveille our 
cavalry pickets fell back, reporting 
the approach of the enemy in force. 
In a few minutes we all were at our 
posts without the» slightest confusion, 
and as we lay down in the trenches 
our artillery opened fire on the beg­
gars in fine style. It was a fine sight 
to see the shells speeding through 
the air on the way to pay our re­
spects to Kaiser Bill and his men.

"Soon they returned the compli­
ment, but were a long time finding 
the range. After about half an horn 
their infantry came into view. They 
were in solid squares, standing out 
sharply against the skyline, you 
couldn’t help hitting them.

Kept Quiet
“We lay in our trenches without a 

sound and they crept nearer and 
nearer. Then our officers gave the 
word, a shot of flame came out of the 
trenches and a stream of bullets tore 
through the advancing mass. They 
seemed to stagger like a drunken 
man suddenly hit between the eyes, 
and then they made a run at us. Half 
way across the open another volley 
tore through the German ranks.

“By this time our artillery began 
dropping shells among them and 
then they broke into open formation 
rushing like mad toward the tren­
ches. On our left the Germans fell 
back in confusion and lay down 
wherever cover was available, We 
gave them no rest and soon they 
were again in flight.

Furious Shell Fire
“Then came a more furious shell­

ing of our trenches and another mad 
rush across the open on our front. 
This time they were strongly sup­
ported by cavalry, who suffered ter­
ribly, but came right up to our lines. 
We received them in the good old 
way, the front ranks with the bay­
onet and the rear ranks keeping up 
an incessant fire, and after a hard 
tussle they retreated hastily. Just 
as they thought themselves safe our 
mounted men swooped down on 
them, cutting right and left. This 
sort of thing went through the whole 
day without bringing the Germans 
any nearer to shifting us.

“After the last attack we lay down 
to sleep in our clothes, but before 
sunrise were told to abandon ''our 
positiofi. Nobody knew why we had 
to, hut we obeyed without a murmur. 
The enemy’s cavalry, evidently mis­
understanding our actions, came 
down on us again in force, but our 
men behaved very well and the Ger­
mans gave it up as a bad job.”

A despatch to The Times fr.om St. 
Petersburg says that reports are cir­
culating there of the fall of Konigs- 
berg, thé strongly fortified seaport of 
German East Prussia.

A St. Petersburg despatch to the 
Times sent Saturday morning (Aug. 
29) says the Austrians made a bold 
bid for the offensive yesterday by try­
ing to seize the left flank of Russian 
position in Poland with the obvious 
intention of relieving the pressure on 
the German forces in Northeastern 
Prussia.

Two or three army corps advanc­
ed as far as Kielce where they en­
countered a strong Russian force. A 
pitched battle was fought and result­
ed the overthrow of the invaders, who 
sustained heavy losses. It was there 
that the eleventh Hungarian reserve 
met their fate. The German Allen- 
stein army is in full retreat towards 
Elbing and Marienburg.

The reported capture of Konigs- 
burg is not confirmed, says The Times 
correspondent, but I have the best of 
authority for stating that Konings- 
burg is completely surrounded.
