On May 18, next, the earth will be
pluaged into the tail of Halley's com-
et, and the head of that body will be
but 15,000,000 miles away, It is but
natural that a thioking man should
ask: Is there a possibility that the
earth may euncopnter a comet and
thus come to a frightiul end?

Curiously enough, it was Halley
hiniself who first pointed out the pos
sibility.
