That will give
about 83 gallons of spirits, wine and
beer, to every male adult in the
country. Do you drink your barrel?
Over 166,000 dealers in the various
kinds of liquor paid taxes aggregat-
ing $4;480,000. On the basis of
these and other figures the burean

money annually expended in the
United States for liquors, by con-
sumers, 1o be about $596,000,000.—
