If liquor­
selling is ever made unpopular the 
buying will have to be made equally so.

It was once quite as respectable for 
men to gamble as it is now to drink. It 
is not merely indignation against the 
keepers of gambling places that has made 
the cliauge, but the just condemnation of 
the gambler himself. So we believe it 
must come to pass with the liquor 
traffic. There will he no great reforma­
tion by imprisoning the liquor seller. 
He and the drinker are of the same class 
and must he made' and held as criminal 
together. Drunkenness is a crime, 
voluntary, and as a rule premeditated.

Dotumiou garliitmcnt.
Ottawa, Sept. 7.—The resignation of 

Sir Hector Langevin has been accepted. 
It remained subject to acceptance or with­
drawal until a day or two ago, when Sir 
Hector wrote to the premier stating that 
he desired his colleagues to take action 
without further delay as he wished his 
resignation to be final. In accordance 
with this request, the resignation of Sir 
Hector will go into effect at once.

It is said that in view of the Russian 
ukase prohibiting the («port of rye, the 
imperial government has made enquiry 
as to the quantity ot rye which can ht 
procured from Canada by Great Britain. 
It is understood that after investigation 
the home government was informed that 
probably less than three hundred thou­
sand bushels might be supplied this year 
by the dominion.

Opposition members are freely boast­
ing that they are about to make an 
attack on the secretary of state. They 
boast of information which they will le 
able to use against Hon. Mr. Chapleau in 
the public accounts committee.

It is probable that two reports on the 
Langevin-McUreevy case will he present­
ed to the sub-committee of the privileges 
committee to-morrow. Oue will express 
the view ot Sir John Thomson and 
Messrs. Girouard and Adams.

This is the outcome of 
last Tuesday’s meeting, from which the 
members withdrew with the undersland- 
that two skeleton reports would be 
brought in. Members of the big com­
mittee who are tired ot the whole busi­
ness, express the hope that the two 
reports will so nearly agree that they 
may he merged into oue, as in the 
Rykert case.

Senator Perley lias received mag­
nificent samples of grain from his farm 
in Wolsley, N. \V. T. His district has 
not been touched by l'rost.

Ernest l5)oiine, who was before the 
committee.of public account! on Friday, 
chaiged with purchasing articles for 
liis own use and having them charged to 
the government, has been dismissed.

This afternoon the house passed tile 
senate amendments to the government 
supreme court act, and read the North 
Shore hill a second time, after which it 
went into committee of supply.

He only argued that Mr. Fabre had not 
yet eucccededin sending out immigrants, 
but he would not say that the office 
should not be retained for commercial 
an 1 diplomatic purposes.

Hon Mr. Foster gathered that the 
;encral open ion of the house was that 

there still remained the possibility of a 
considei able French immigration. At all 
events the fiscal year was half gone and 
Mr. Fabre would hive to he paid for 
half the amount of liis vote. He thought 
it would he a good plan to pass this vote, 
and he undertook that the government 
would consider carefully the argument 
advanced, and would look carefully into 
the question. He would ask for Mr. 
Fabre the same treatment given to the 

tree in the Scripture. If the govern­
ment conld not show at the next session 
that Mr. Fabre was fruitful, it would 
theu ask that he he cut down as a 
cumberer of the ground.

The Fabre item passed the committee 
after recess, and the Banff park item 
went through with some discussion.. A 
number of miscellaneous items followed, 
and then the estimates for the inland 
revenue department were discussed and 
adopted.

THE PRINTING SCANDAL.
Ottawa, Sept. 8.—Thepubtic accounts 

committee took up the inquiry into the 
printing bureau this morning. The 
first witness was D. A. Scott, bookkeeper 
for the Dominion Type Co. This com­
pany was shown to have given commis­
sions to Mr. Senecal. Mr. Scott said that 
Mr. Senecal wrote to the firm once or 
twice for money and once telegraphed 
that he was hungry.

Mr. Lister wanted to know whether 
any member of the company was a sub­
scriber to election funds.

Otqection was taken to this question, 
unless it was shown that the subscription 
had same relation to the contract or that 
some concession was made to the- com­
pany, or that they got higher than cur­
rent rates.

The objection was sustained by vote 
of committee, b ut the question was 
allowed when the witness was asked 
if he knew of any subscriptions having 
reference to the contract. Witness said 
that the depaitment had refused to accept 
certain type which it was alleged had 
been forwarded without order. The 
type was afterwards accepted. The firm 
in the meantime sent a check for $1,500 
to Francois Benoit for the liberal con­
servative funds. Mr. Scott said that 
this check was the reason for the accep­
tance of the type.

Mr. Chapleau asKed the witness if he 
was not aware of the fact that the type 
was accepted previous to tha time when 
Mr. Scott said it was refuted.

The firm at present held Mr. Senecal’s 
note for $400.

The witness believed that this was in- 
tended for a bona tide loan, but it had 
not yet been paid. The witness declared 
that prices were exactly the same as were 
paid by other large purchasers for spot 
cash. The government got ten per cent, 
off from list prices.

AV. D. Qiliean, manager for the Canada 
Paper Co., testified as to the Berthiauuie 
affair. The allegation was that the com­
pany assumed certain debts of this man 
who is manager of La Presse newspaper, 
and made a contract to supply him with 
paper on the understanding that Bertli- 
iaume was to get the government contract 
for the company and share in the 
profits.

Mr. Gilleau’s evidence contradicted the 
whole story. The contract, which could 
lie produced, contained no such provision 
as alleged. The company did not share 
profits and had no contract expressed or 
implied as to government patronage.

Mr. Rolland, who is head of the paper 
company, was asked if he had given to 
one Dansereau any money in connection 
with this or any other contract, or fir 
the use of his influence.

Mr. Rolland swore that nothing of the 
kind took place.

The last witness was the agent for the 
Babcock Printing Press company. This 
commercial gentleman swore that liis 
preses were as good as a Potter press now 
in use in the bureau. He would have 
sold hy( style of press for $2,300 each all 
round, which is a much less sum than 
that paid for the Potter press.

A discussion arose from which it 
appeartd that the presses in the bureau 
were bought at forty per cent off list

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All hour was dévolu! to the discussion 
of an amendment hy Mr. Casey respect­
ing the sale of patronage, which was 
oppos.-d by the minister of justice, the 
leader of the opposition and other mem­
bers as inapplicapahle to the present hill, 
and defeated.

from the party opposite and the last I 
speaker, whose ‘brag, bins'er and. 
bunkum” were devoted to disparagement, I 
and untrue disparagement, of their ■ 
country. He could not understand that ' 
European emigrants were headed off 
from Canada because of the national 
policy and turned into a country with a ■ ■ 
national policy twice as high.

Thcdebate on immigration, the nation- 
al policy and the general condition of the 
country was continued by Messrs. Arm- r™1 
strong, Sproule, McGregor and Skinner. Cj 
The latter would nit charge that Mr.
Eraser meant to injure the country, 
would say that his description of the'/™ 
alleged depressed condition of the mari­
time provinces was calculated to do har m.1 
The iact was that Xuva Scotia was one i 
of the most prosperous commonwealths | 
in Ihe world. He (Skinuer) knew of no i 
country in which man for man the! 
people were better off ami making more f 
substantial progress than in Nova Scotia.
Nor was New Brunswick poor or de- RJH 
pressed. Thatprovince, and particularly 
St. John city, had at one time very large I 
interests in ship building. When irort 
ships took the place of wooden ships I 
many people thought that great numbers 
would he thrown out of employment and 
the province would be ruined. But [ 
there was still work, and the people ! 
were not in distress. Had no new or 
additional industries taken the place ot1 
shipbuilding the consequence would 
have been more serious. The natimal 
policy had not prevented the increase of 
population in St. John and other places.
It had, cn the contrary, kept hundreds of 
people in the country who would other­
wise have been obliged to go elsewhere j 
for employment. He knew very well * 
that some people who grew up on farms |rl 
were flocking to the cities of the United r™l 
Slates and to the west and to all par ts 
of the world, hut our people were ad- I 
venturous and ambitious mi l many of 
them would in any "case seek their for­
tune in ether places. But they certainly 
did not go abroad because this is a dear 
country to live in, for as a nuttfr of 
fact, Canada is the cheapest country iu 
the wcrld to live in. Food is cheaper, 
common clothing and other necessities of 
life arc cheaper than in other countries.
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The people of the maritime province 
in spite of all Mr. Fraser had said were 
as well housed, as well fed, as well 
provided with the comforts and even the 
luxuries of life as any other eight hun­
dred thousand people in the world.

Iu the course of the discussion an 
attack on protection was made by Mr. 
Gihnor, who condemned the tariff, hut 
commended the government under Mr. 
Foster’s ti naccial management for re­
trenchment ill expemlitme a.id general 
economy.

Mr. Ilazen made an excellent speech, 
conceding that Mr. Gilnior was honest 
in affirming that protection was immoral 
and in stating that it was at the boticni 
of all public immorality, hut it was 
singular that, believing this, Mr. Gilmor 
was ready jto intensify the immorality 
hy adopting the higher tariff of the 
ITiiitcd States and exclude British goods 
from the Canadian market.
